STATEMENT PURPOSE
 

The United States Government, as represented by the United States Agency for International Development (USAID) Mission/Kyiv, is seeking applications from qualified U.S. non-government organizations and  non.-U.S. non-government organizations to support components of its Special Objective 3.0 (SPO 3) "HIV transmission Among High Risk Groups Reduced and Impact on Those Affected Lessened”, as described in the Annual Program Statement (APS) below.  
The purpose of this APS is twofold: 
1.
To elicit applications to implement three elements of USAID/Ukraine’s Strategic framework for combating HIV/AIDS 
· At least 80% of people in selected regions express accepting attitudes toward people living with HIV/AIDS;

· Ensure that at least 25% of HIV/AIDS infected mothers in selected regions have access to interventions to reduce HIV transmission to their infants;

· Help local institutions to provide basic care psychosocial and community support services to at least 25% of children affected by AIDS in selected regions.
  2.
To explain the process and criteria for evaluating applications. 
The effective period of this APS is twelve months after issuance.  USAID/Kyiv will convene review panels to consider proposals received by any of the following deadlines: 13 January 2004, 27 May 2004, and 5 October 2004. 
This APS is issued under the Foreign Assistance Act.  Awards to U.S. organizations will be in accordance with 22 CFR 226, OMB Circular and the USAID Standard Provisions for U.S. Non-Government Recipients.  For non-U.S. organizations, awards will be administered under USAID Standard Provisions which are available on the USAID internet site:  http://www.usaid.gov/pubs/ads   .

II.   BACKGROUND   
A.   Strategic Approach

The USAID/Ukraine HIV/AIDS Strategy provides the strategic framework for mission support through 2007.  The new strategy aims to reduce transmission of HIV through: 1) the adoption, promotion and facilitation of protective behaviors; 2) the strengthening of partners to plan, manage and evaluate HIV/AIDS programs; and 3) the mitigation of the impact of infection on those affected by reducing stigma and discrimination associated with HIV/AIDS. 

To achieve these aims, the strategy:

· Targets concentrated sub-populations of the epidemic, with less intensive coverage of the general population;
· Focuses primarily on prevention, with smaller elements for care and support;
· Gives priority to local level programs, but still addresses policy issues at the national level;
· Promotes the active involvement of both the public and private sectors, especially at local levels; and
· Is geographically focused in up to eight oblasts, in the south and east of the country, which have the country’s highest prevalence of HIV/AIDS.
B.   HIV and AIDS in Ukraine

More than 500,000 people in Ukraine are estimated to be infected with HIV. In 1995, HIV emerged as an explosive epidemic among injecting drug users (IDU). Since 1998, the epidemic has spread to all regions of the country, and it has been increasingly associated with heterosexual transmission. Between 1995 and 2001, the number of newly registered HIV cases due to heterosexual transmission increased from 300 cases/year to 1885; the number of cases due to vertical transmission from mothers to their newborn children increased from 9 cases/year to 914. While the majority of cases continue to be among men, and are due to injecting drug use, HIV prevalence among pregnant women has doubled between 1998 and 2001.  Nearly a decade since the start of this explosive epidemic, NGO and government leaders estimate that current programs cover, at best, 15% of high risk populations.

The factors which led to this explosive growth include large numbers of injecting drug users (experts estimate that there are between 700-800,000 drug users throughout Ukraine, 80% of whom are believed to inject); low rates of condom use, especially among drug users and prostitutes and their clients (roughly 50% of prostitutes report consistent condom use with clients; one-fourth report having been forced to engage in unprotected sex by clients); and a large scale epidemic of syphilis beginning in the early 1990s (with the number of cases increasing from 3,000 to nearly 80,000 cases between 1990 and 1996). 

Another factor which has facilitated the rapid spread of HIV in Ukraine is the high levels of stigma and discrimination faced by the marginalized populations which have been the focus of the epidemic. Drug users, prostitutes, and migrant populations within Ukraine have poor access to health information and services, and face discrimination from the specific groups of professionals who could and should relate to risk populations: police officers, health workers, social workers, teachers, church leaders, in addition to decision makers, opinion leaders and media professionals. 

A model of the HIV epidemic developed in 2001 projected two potential scenarios of the future direction of the epidemic in Ukraine: an ‘optimistic’ scenario under which HIV prevalence increased to 2% of the adult population by 2010, and a ‘pessimistic’ model which projected more than 1,440,000 infected (or  4.9% of the adult population) by 2010. By 2003, Ukraine has nearly reached the prevalence projected for 2010 under the ‘optimistic’ model.
C.   Ukraine as a Priority Country for USAID Assistance 

In 2002, Ukraine was identified as one of 23 USAID priority HIV/AIDS countries on the basis of its escalating epidemic and potential for significant economic, political, and social impact. A priority HIV/AIDS country designation reflects the Agency, presidential and national priority given to addressing the worldwide pandemic. Early in his tenure, USAID Administrator Andrew Natsios identified combating the HIV/AIDS pandemic as “a top agency priority” and one of the agency’s greatest challenges.

In the spring of 2002, the Administrator approved a stepped-up, more focused approach to combating HIV/AIDS with a new operations plan, entitled "War on AIDS."  This plan mandated stand-alone HIV/AIDS strategies and more extensive reporting for priority countries, and the number of priority countries was increased from 19 to 23. Ukraine was one of four new countries added to USAID’s priority list of intensive-focus countries. Ukraine became a priority because, like its neighbor Russia, it is experiencing the fastest growing epidemic in the world.  It appears that Ukraine will likely be part of what the U.S. National Intelligence Council has labeled the “next wave of HIV/AIDS,’’ with “significant economic, social, political, and military implications.”

USAID/Ukraine sponsored an assessment of the country situation in November 2002. The assessment showed that, despite support from a number of international partners and the government (including USAID’s efforts to strengthen prevention, care and support through 25 NGOs in 20 regions), local governmental, NGOs and civil society organizations continue to lack the resources to address the challenges posed by an epidemic driven by injecting drug use and increasing sexual transmission.  While most experts agree that the 1% threshold has been crossed already, the goal is to keep national seroprevalence under 5% through the end of FY 2008.

In February 2003, the U.S. Ambassador to Ukraine hosted a Europe and Eurasia regional Chiefs of Mission conference focused on HIV/AIDS in the region.  There were two predominant conclusions from this conference.  The first was that “low prevalence is not low priority” and that it was urgent to intervene now with increased resources and control efforts.   Although regional prevalence and incidence rates have not reached levels in Africa and the Caribbean, the base levels are comparable to other regions, and the exponential increase is alarming.  The second predominant conclusion was that widespread stigma and discrimination was an obstacle to prevention, treatment and care efforts.  People living with HIV/AIDS (PLWHA) face discrimination at the workplace; job loss without recourse to legal protection; harassment by law enforcement, prosecutorial, and judicial authorities; and social isolation within their communities.  Being HIV positive is also strongly associated with being a drug user or a prostitute; therefore segments of the HIV infected population that are not drug users and prostitutes are often stigmatized as if they were. Partners of PLWHA or drug users, who may not be HIV positive or drug users, also can encounter tremendous barriers in seeking care and support. In addition, fear that generates stigma and discrimination is evidence that many people in Ukraine are misinformed about the risk of contracting HIV.

D.   Strategy Intermediate Results (IRs) supported by this APS
USAID/Ukraine in recognizing the potential serious effects of the HIV/AIDS epidemic on all aspects of life within the country has chosen to make HIV/AIDS a Special Objective “HIV Transmission Among High Risk Groups Reduced and Impact on Those Affected Lessened”.    The focus on changed behaviors and systems development reflects achievements expected under the Mission HIV/AIDS Strategy and builds on previous efforts to create a strong response to HIV/AIDS by civil society and non-government organizations (NGOs) and to establish a supportive national policy.  Activities supported under this APS will contribute to the following targets of the Agency’s goals for its Expanded Response to HIV/AIDS and the Mission’s HIV/AIDS Strategy: 
· At least 80% of people in selected regions express accepting attitudes toward people living with HIV/AIDS;

· Ensure that at least 25% of HIV/AIDS infected mothers in selected regions have access to interventions to reduce HIV transmission to their infants;

· Help local institutions to provide basic care psychosocial and community support services to at least 25% of children affected by AIDS in selected regions.
The two Intermediate Results of SPO3 to be supported by this APS directly, include:

1. Strengthened Delivery of HIV/AIDS Information and Services; and 

2. Reduced Stigma and Discrimination Associated with HIV Infection and AIDS 
Geographic Coverage

USAID resources will be focused in up to eight oblasts in the south and east of Ukraine, which have the country’s highest prevalence of HIV.  This geographic focus is where a concentrated assistance program will be most likely to reach a critical number of high-risk population groups, where there is the potential for other funding sources to be accessed, and where local level parties (NGOs, government bodies, civil society) are prepared to collaborate constructively in furtherance of strategic objectives.  
The highest prevalence is in the south and east, with Odessa, Mykolayiv, Dnipropetrovsk and Donetsk oblasts forming a continuous belt of high prevalence, and the Republic of Crimea and Sevastopol reporting similarly high rates. Rates in these regions are roughly three times higher than the rest of the country. The next highest zone (with rates 50-100% higher than the rest of the country) is in the central heart of the country, Kyiv (city and oblast) and Cherkassy. 

Addressing Gender Issues

Issues of gender are integral to the strategy.  HIV transmission and infection to date has predominantly been among young males.  That is not to say, though, that women have not also been affected, but rather the modes of transmission have differed between the sexes.  Thus, some of the components under this APS will by necessity be targeted at different audiences.  Other activities will be targeted equally to both sexes.
III. INTERMEDIATE RESULTS TO BE ADDRESSED
Under these intermediate results, the 3 elements of USAID/Kiev’s strategy will be supported:
1.  Strengthening the Delivery of HIV/AIDS Information and Services seeks to increase coverage by information and services of a larger percentage of the most vulnerable, high-risk populations with effective, high-quality interventions.  USAID support under this APS will strengthen the ability of local organizations to analyze, plan, and deliver effective information and services for the prevention of mother-to-child transmission and for family and community care of HIV affected children.  Providers of this information and these services will also be supported to have a voice in national, regional and local decision making forums.  Support will be provided in the following areas:

     1.1   Mother-to-Child Transmission
With the rapid spread of HIV/AIDS in Ukraine, one of primary focuses must be on prevention of mother to child transmission (PMTCT).  According to the official data of the National AIDS Center, in the year 2001, out of 519,520 tested pregnant women 1,458 of them tested HIV positive.  While absolute numbers may seem low, Ukraine also has seen a tripling of HIV-infected infants in the last five years. Antiretroviral treatment for PMTCT is generally available in Ukraine.  In some regions, however, at least 30 % of HIV positive pregnant women are not being diagnosed until the time of delivery and therefore miss an important opportunity to reduce the likelihood of vertical transmission through ARV treatment.  Recent surveys indicate that the issue of routine HIV voluntary counseling and testing (VCT) among pregnant women needs to be addressed.  A combination of voluntary counseling and testing, the correct use of ARV drug therapy and other preventive interventions can significantly reduce the risk of vertical transmission from an HIV-positive mother to her baby. 
USAID partners and other donors have helped streamline maternal health care services in the Odessa Region in Ukraine to effectively prevent HIV transmission from mother-to-child.  A comprehensive PMTCT model has been implemented in the Odessa Regional Hospital including provision of appropriate preventive prenatal, delivery and post-natal services to HIV-infected women and newborns.  The program’s impact is most dramatically illustrated by the 75% reduction in the rate of transmission of HIV from HIV positive mothers to their infants, from 24% in the baseline group (1997-1999) to 6% (2002 to present).  Also, training on HIV-related services and care has been provided to the staff of five model Women’s Wellness Centers and 12 Family Medicine Clinics in other six pilot regions. 

USAID seeks to support the expansion of appropriate interventions to prevent mother-to-child transmission of HIV.  Through this APS, USAID wishes to solicit creative and innovative proposals to expand PMTCT services to reach at least 90% of all women that  need the treatment in Ukraine.  

    1.2   Family and Community Care of HIV affected children
This component aims to build local capacity to prevent and mitigate the impact of HIV/AIDS on children.  A particular group in need of support is children who are HIV positive and/or children whose parents are HIV positive. These children are at special risk of abandonment due to emotional stress, stigmatization, and financial burdens related to HIV/AIDS.  According to official national data, there were 4, 922 HIV-infected children registered in Ukraine in April 2003.  Among these children 430 are living in orphanages.  Every year the number of HIV-infected pregnant women makes up 600-800 persons.  Within the last three years they gave birth to 2,000 children. According to Ukrainian legislation all children born to HIV-infected mothers are considered HIV-infected as long as HIV anti-bodies are found in their mother’s blood or their own. The purpose of the project is to reduce the number of unnecessary institutionalizations of abandoned HIV affected children by supporting families and communities to care for them, and to mitigate the stigma and discrimination faced by these children.  Families with HIV positive children need specialized and ongoing support while caring for their children.  Children whose parents are HIV positive may also be in need of care and support.  USAID seeks to support creative and innovative responses to the needs of HIV affected children. 
2. Reduction in Stigma and Discrimination 
Stigma and discrimination adversely affects prevention, care and support efforts. Through this APS, USAID/Ukraine seeks to:
· Give voice to those affected by HIV/AIDS. 

· Promote a supportive environment through strategic and targeted communications.  

· Protect the rights of those affected by HIV/AIDS.

     2.1   Giving Voice to Those Affected by HIV/AIDS 

The All-Ukrainian network of PLWHA (Persons Living with HIV and AIDS) is a young organization trying to tackle the issue of stigma, in addition to other issues, such as access to anti-retroviral therapy. The network currently has about 200 member organizations in 17 oblasts and its information and networking service reach approximately 2000 people that are HIV positive. The Network and other associations of PLWHA or those affected by HIV/AIDS have been supported to advocate for their interests with the GOU, NGOs, commercial businesses and others. For example, they have been helped to represent PLWHA on planning and steering committees, such as the MOH’s working groups on the national plan for HIV/AIDS and the Country Coordinating Mechanism for the grants from the Global Fund against AIDS, TB and Malaria. The voice and face that PLWHA can give to the epidemic will be crucial in the years to come, in raising awareness, confronting stigma, and improving access to care, treatment and support.

      2.2   Promoting a Supportive Environment through Communication Strategies 

USAID will also seek to strengthen the provision of information and communications on HIV/AIDS.  Information and communications needs to be strategic and targeted to selected audiences.  Widespread ignorance, and the resulting fear, stigma and discrimination, highlight the need for information presented strategically and effectively.  USAID is seeking creative and innovative approaches to raising awareness and motivating supportive attitudes and practices through strategic and targeted communications. 
      2.3   Protecting the Rights of Those Affected by HIV/AIDS

PLWHA representatives advise that new and revised laws, regulations, and service provision protocols are needed to ensure their legal and human rights to health and social services, as well as to guarantee their rights in the workplace and community and before government authorities.  No other group is as well placed to advocate for a more supportive legal environment as those experiencing discrimination.  Additionally, there are other groups seeking to care and support those affected who also have first-hand experience of stigma and discrimination.

USAID seeks to continue and expand its support for policy, legal and regulatory initiatives favorable to PLWHA. Through the PLWHA community, those affected by HIV/AIDS will be supported to work with local-level leaders, NGOs, the media, and other parties to reduce stigma, to educate societal leaders, service providers and the public regarding PLWHA rights and protections under the law. An emphasis will be given to implementation of favorable policies and laws in selected high-priority regions of the country. Efforts to protect the rights of PLWHA will require the participation of authorities from all levels of local administrations (including the police, courts, social service agencies), as well as of businesses, churches, and other institutions of civil society. 
Lastly, PLWHA, and others affected by the epidemic, may require legal support to guard and promote their rights. Access to legal services has been a barrier, although some pro bono services have been provided by legal firms, or they have been made available through NGOs.  USAID seeks to expand PLWHA’s access to legal support services. 

IV.    INSTRUCTIONS TO APPLICANTS 
A. General Information

USAID requires that applicants show their ability to coordinate and collaborate with other organizations active in the National Program.  USAID/Ukraine will also give priority to implementing partners that adopt an approach similar to the Global Development Alliance in order to mobilize the public sector, corporate America and non-governmental organizations in support of shared objectives.

      B.
 Funding Available, Number of Awards and Type of Assistance   
USAID anticipates awarding a limited number of assistance agreements to applications submitted in response to this APS.  The estimated range of total funding for these grants is up to $1 million each FY.  The period of performance for applications shall not exceed 2008.  Activities may be funded incrementally, and additional financial support will be contingent upon satisfactory progress of the project, availability of funds and continued program relevance.  While no ceiling has been established on individual applications, applicants are encouraged to keep costs reasonable in relation to the scope of their proposed activities, recognizing that the total funding under this APS is limited and will cover a range of efforts.  USAID reserves the right to fund any, all or none of the applications submitted in response to this APS.



Applicants must submit a single application for each component, to which they wish to respond. 
Cost sharing will be required at 5%.
IV.
ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS
USAID encourages both international and local organizations to submit applications for assistance under this APS directly. Some of the requirements Ukrainian organizations must meet in order to qualify for direct awards include: 

1.
Adequate accounting systems to protect the U.S. Government's interests.
2.
Proof that the proposed activity costs were estimated using appropriate methods.  The project estimated costs shall be allowable, allocable, and reasonable under the terms of the proposed agreement and applicable laws and regulations.  Estimated costs not in compliance with such requirements should be noted.  

3.
Adequate financial management capacity to manage the activity.  

4.
Sufficient internal controls related to the proposed USAID funded activity to evaluate the system.  This review should include the internal controls related to required cost sharing, as applicable.

5.
A satisfactory record of performance 

To determine whether a local NGO can meet those requirements, USAID may conduct detailed pre-award surveys of the organization's systems in the areas of (1) accounting, record keeping, an overall financial management;  (2) internal controls regarding segregation of duties, handling of cash, contracting procedures, personnel and travel policies;  (3) property management; and  (4) personnel. 

Ukrainian organizations that believe they cannot meet USAID standards for direct funding may partner with U.S. organizations. Likewise, U.S. organizations' submitting proposals must demonstrate how they will partner with Ukrainian organizations.  Partnership should be explicitly stated in their applications. 

This APS will allow potential recipients to submit their applications in the period of twelve months from the date of issuance. Applications received in the first round (by 13  January 2004) have the greatest chance of funding.  Second and third rounds of applications received between 14 January and 27 May, and between 28 May and 5 October in 2004 will also be considered for funding.  USAID will evaluate the applications according to the evaluation criteria listed below. Following the review of applications, USAID will inform applicants if final negotiations should be initiated, additional information should be submitted, or if their proposals were not accepted for funding. 

V.
SELECTION CRITERIA 
Applications received in response to this Annual Program Statement will be evaluated against the following selection criteria:
Technical Approach (45 points):  The extent to which activities proposed are appropriate for implementation in Ukraine, include a practical timeframe, and proposed results are both ambitious and realistic. Extent to which the approach capitalizes on existing Ukrainian capacity to implement activities and build further capacity of Ukrainian partners.

Strategic Approach (20 points): The likelihood that the activities for which funding is sought will make a significant contribution towards achieving the objective and expected results identified above.         

Cost considerations (20 points):  The cost-effectiveness of the organization’s approach to effect the target population; the budget estimates are realistic for proposed activities; the budget allocation results in optimal use of program funds and ensure that there are sufficient resources to implement the proposed program activities. 

Organizational capability (15 points):  The qualifications and experience of the team to carry out the implementation of program activities. Demonstrated effectiveness of an organization, in terms of internal structure and technical capacity, in meeting its objectives.  Key personnel for the programs should be explicitly stated in the proposal, and available throughout the life of the project. 

 
VI.   SELECTION FOR AWARDS  

Awards will be made to the responsible organizations whose applications offer the greatest value, considering technical evaluation scores, costs evaluation ratings, USAID priorities and the availability of funds.  Negotiations may be required prior to an award.  USAID reserves the right to conduct further rounds of evaluations.  All applicants must remain in effect for at 120 days from the applications due date.

VII.
APPLICATIONS 
The application shall consist of one volume in two parts – Technical and Cost.  Applications should be clearly and concisely written, as well as being neat and logically assembled.  All pages should be appropriately numbered, and the application should contain the name of the applicant, point of contact including telephone and facsimile number, e-mail, the date and the APS number.  The technical application shall not exceed 20 single-spaced typed pages, when printed on standard 8-1/2” letter size paper, with one-inch margins, using Times New Roman or Courier type face with number 12 font.  The front and backsides of a single sheet are counted as two pages. Resumes and past performance information will not count against the 20 page limit.

The cost application has no page limitation.  The cost information supplied on the SF 424A form must be fully supported by detail and organized in a manner that facilitates review.  This shall include accurate and complete estimates, addressing the costs to perform the work as stated in the proposed project description.  If cost escalation factors are used in determining cost estimates, these factors shall be clearly defined and justified.  If your organization has a negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) in effect with the federal Agency, please submit a copy of the agreement with your application.  Identify the percentage level and source of cost sharing for the proposed project.
An original and six copies should be submitted. In addition, applications from local Ukrainian organizations must include the following documents: (1) copies of the applicant's audited financial statements for the previous year; (2) projected budget, cash flow, and organizational chart for the period of the grant; and (3) copies of applicable policies and procedures related to internal management (e.g. accounting, purchasing, property management, and personnel). 

Applicants are required to submit their applications as one volume in two parts.  Documents submitted after closing date will not be considered during the selection process.  Unsuccessful applications will not be returned.

If you decide to submit an application, it should be received by the closing date and time indicated in this cover letter at the place designated below for receipt of applications. Suggested Outline for Applications 
Applications will be the only item considered in determining the successful application and in issuing an award.   The application should contain all of the elements specified below. The performance monitoring plan and personnel resumes are excluded from the 20-page limitation, as are letters of support from proposed NGO partners.  
1.      Table of Contents listing all page numbers and attachments

2.      Executive Summary 

3.      Program Description 

· Goals and Objectives (relate to SO and IRs) 

· Background / Problem Statement

· Proposed Technical Approach (relate activities to objectives) 

· Expected Impacts / Results

· Monitoring and Evaluation Plan (State anticipated results/targets and planned activity level indicators and targets, how the information will be collected, and when) 

4.      Management Plan (include partnership arrangements where applicable) 

5.      Financial Plan (including detailed budget)

6.      Implementation Schedule

7.      Annexes 

· Relevant Organizational Experience 

· Resumes of Key Personnel 

· Letters of Concurrence from Proposed Partners 

Applicants shall complete and submit the following required standard forms and information with their cost applications:

1. SF 424 – Application for Federal Assistance
2. SF 424A – Budget Information for Non-Construction program

3. SF 424B – Assurances for Non-Construction Programs

4. Budget – The financial plan/budget should be fully supported by adequate cost data, regarding personnel (direct labor), indirect costs, travel, equipment, supplies, contractual and other support costs.

5. Personnel – the name, base annual salary, percentage of time commitment, level of effort of each position to be charged to the program

6. Indirect Rates – Fringes benefits, overhead, G & A.  If audited provide a copy of the most recent negotiated indirect cost rate agreement.  If the rates are not audited then the applicant must provide documentation to support the proposed indirect cost rates.

7. Travel – Provide breakdown of number of proposed trips.
8. Equipment, Supplies and other direct costs – Items must be listed by description, estimated unit cost, number of units and adequately justified.  Indicate the basis for the estimate of these costs (i.e. vendor quotes, price lists, historical costs, proforma quotes, etc)

9. Consultants – Identify proposed consultancies and purpose of each consulting.
10. Contractual – Subcontracts provide a listing of the proposed subawards or subcontracts by name and applicable amount and an explanation why each of the proposed subcontractors is necessary to the project.  Proposed subawards require the same level of cost detail as included in the prime applicant’s proposal.
11. Assurances and Certifications – Note USAID requires the submission of assurances of compliance and certifications before award.
