AMENDMENT 2

There is a change to the total estimated level of donor funding and contributions for this program.  As a result, Section III of the RFA is revised and replaced with the following:

III. Expected Level of Funding and Commodity Contributions

USAID/Pakistan anticipates it will be able to provide $50,000,000 in funding 
over a five-year period commencing in June 2003.

In addition, UNFPA and DFID each plan to contribute quantities of family 
planning commodities to the organization(s) managing the SM Program.   
The UNFPA estimated contribution is valued at $8 million including $2 
million in the first year to SMP, plus $1.5 million per year for the program 
during the remaining four years.  The DFID contribution is estimated at £7.5 
million in commodities over the same five year period.


In summary, the expected overall program contribution is approximately $14 
million in the first program year and $13.5 million per year for Years 2, 3, 4 
and 5 of the program, for a total of $50 million in funding and $18 
million in contraceptive commodities.
” 
In view of this change, applicants should make appropriate adjustments in the final preparations of their proposals, notably in the following two areas:

(1) The plan for the use of the commodities to be provided by UNFPA and DFID with indicative commodities budget; and
(2) Any forecast need for contraceptive commodities (type, quantity and value) beyond those to be provided by UNFPA and DFID.
