Subject: Annual Program Statement (APS) No.675-04-01 for USAID/Sierra Leone FY-2004 Special Objective to facilitate community reintegration process for war-torn populations in targeted areas of Eastern Sierra Leone

The United States Government (USG), as represented by the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID) Program in Sierra Leone through the Mission in Guinea, is seeking applications from any U.S. or non-U.S. non-profit or for-profit non-governmental organization or public international organization (PIO or IO) to implement activities under USAID/Sierra Leone ’s Special Objective that addresses the reintegration process for war-torn populations in Sierra Leone’s targeted districts of Kono, Kailahun and Koinadugu as described in the following Annual Program Statement (APS). 

I. Background 

Following the 10 year of brutal and devastating rebel war in Sierra Leone, USG agencies responded to the crisis with humanitarian assistance to complement efforts by the international community and U N peace keeping mission. Displaced persons and refugees are returning to the three districts most severely affected by the conflicts – Kono, Kailahun and Koinadugu – where public and private infrastructure has been demolished, social services no longer function adequately, and the means to earn a livelihood have been destroyed.  The current climate of relative peace in Liberia and the Mano River sub-region presents an opportunity to provide assistance to restore the basic conditions for a progressive resumption of USAID’s assistance program while optimizing synergies with USAID’s program for assistance to the Forest Region of Guinea that assists those prefectures that were most severely affected by the cross-border conflicts of 2000/2001.

 The program will positively affect the lives of thousands of inhabitants of the targeted districts. Only once the basic operating conditions – public infrastructure, essential social services and equipment, government authority and a viable level of security-have been restored.   In the near term, activities will therefore focus on stimulating economic activity, re-establishing vital social services, agriculture, and building on the current peaceful atmosphere to promote the return and re-integration of war-torn populations to their targeted districts.  Community-level reintegration activities and a community-participation approach to program delivery will help resolve and promote peaceful co-existence among beneficiaries to maintain the peace and prevent future conflicts. 

The over centralization of government resources, services and institutions in the capital and few major towns; the marginalization of youth groups, women and communities; and the high level of corruption at all level in society continue to build tensions on this fragile peace.   

II. FY 2004 - 2006 Program Objective 

The overall goal of USAID’s program for assistance to the targeted districts of Kono Kailahun and Koinadugu is to assist those districts that were most severely affected by the 10 years of rebel war and to help create conditions conducive to sustainable development.  This goal will be achieved through the implementation of three principal activities (Intermediate Results-IRs) that fall under USAID/Sierra Leone’s management control.

Intermediate Result #1 is entitled: Foundations for viable communities established. Activities under this I.R. will stimulate the local economy/ economic reintegration, support the re-establishment of productive enterprises and rebuild livelihoods focusing on the creation of sustainable livelihoods.  Indicators for this IR are: a) Number of businesses assisted; and b) Number of micro-enterprise groups receiving financial support.  The indicators outlined above may be refined after the time of proposed award in order to better reflect the impact of activities carried out under this APS.

Local NGOs, community-based organizations and local government services will be involved in the design and implementation of activities aimed at promoting the establishment of viable enterprises to improve incomes, increase efficiency in productivity by greater adoption of new technologies and establish market linkages and create opportunities to expand existing enterprises to anchor people in their communities.  Activities will target co-operatives, women groups, small entrepreneurs, and at-risk war-affected youth.  Credit /grants, technical assistance and/or training are envisaged to re-start businesses such as hairdressing, carpentry, metal working, fishing, clothes manufacture, small crop and agricultural marketing enterprises, processing units, and tie dying.  Attention should be given to the transmission of market information to farmers, wholesalers and transportation service providers by utilizing the community radio services in the targeted areas.  This will promote the reintegration of the targeted areas into the broader regional and national economies.

Illustrative activities might include: 

· Training for war-affected communities/youth in management and bookkeeping for small business enterprises.

· The supply of micro-credit to targeted entrepreneurs, women, youth groups and cooperatives identified 

· The supply of improved processing system for value-added products i.e. palm oil, kernels, cash crops and other means of production on a grant basis to those identified as in need; 

· The establishment of market linkages to production networks creating increase in production of goods and services.

· Market information systems established.
 Intermediate Result #2 is entitled: Agricultural Production Stimulated. This new transition program activity seeks to go beyond direct distribution of tools and planting materials which has been the thrust of most recent agricultural programs in the targeted areas. USAID/Sierra Leone intends to facilitate agricultural development and economic growth through the involvement of a range of stakeholders: private sector entrepreneurs, public sector officials, local farmer’s organizations or cooperatives, small-scale processors.  The provision of agricultural-related services through additional stakeholders in the private sector will increase productivity, add value, and contribute to a multiplier effect.  “Reintegration” in the agricultural sector should now focus on more market-led and community-based approaches.   Indicators for this IR are: a) Number of plantations rehabilitated; b) Number of agriculture productions groups functioning; and c) Hectacres under production. The indicators outlined above may be refined after the time of proposed award in order to better reflect the impact of activities carried out under this APS.

Illustrative activities might include:

· Improving agricultural production of staple and cash crops

· Improving market linkages

· Improving access to appropriate agricultural technologies

· Building local capacity to provide agricultural and related services (i.e. rural finance), particularly               by the private sector, and enhancing effective demand for those services

· Supplying of improved tools, seed, farming inputs, and other means of production on a grant basis to those identified as in need; and

· Improving links between highly agricultural productive areas and market centers within the country.

Currently, a number of possible constraints have been identified that limit increased agricultural production in Sierra Leone:

· Poor access to information, technology, inputs, and finance

· Poor road and market infrastructure

· High post-harvest loss

· Physical geographic conditions: ( i.e. upland soils poor, undeveloped swamps)

· Access to land and labor

 Your technical interventions and program proposal design should state an understanding of the above constraints in order to achieve the objectives.  

Intermediate Results #3 is entitled: Public Infrastructure Rehabilitated. In Phase 1 of the Sierra Leone Transition Strategy it was learned or observed that the rehabilitation of infrastructure is important in accomplishing the goal of stabilizing the country and helping the population re-enter their communities and the national economy. During Phase 1, Infrastructure projects fell into 2 categories – a) small scale: such as wells, latrines, drying floors, culverts, etc. and b) large scale: such as schools, hospitals, clinics, markets centers and community centers. Infrastructure activities in Phase 2 of the transition Strategy will continue but should move away from the rehabilitation of infrastructure in the social sector and begin to address the economic sector as well through small and large-scale projects.  Indicators for this IR are: Kilometers of road rehabilitated; and b) Number of jobs created.  The indicators outlined above may be refined after the time of proposed award in order to better reflect the impact of activities carried out under this APS.

Illustrative projects might include:

· Community centers

· Bridge repair

· Wells/drying floors

· Small-scale irrigation systems

· Market facilities

· Agricultural production storage facilities

· Small-scale processing plants for agricultural  products

· Feeder roads

· Warehouse facilities

III.  Guidance to Applicants
The following guidance is provided to potential applicants: 

· The proposed activities should target Kono, Kailahun and Koinadugu Districts in Eastern and Northern Sierra Leone.

· It is recognized that potential applicants have varying strengths and capacities.  For example, one organization may have strong field networks while another may have extensive technical capabilities (e.g., micro-credit, tree crops, aqua-culture, small enterprise development). In such instances, it may be useful to combine complimentary capacities to form consortium applications. 

· Applications that feature a consortium should clearly state the roles and responsibilities of members in the consortia and the synergies in their implementations plans. 

· The proposed activities should have measurable positive impact on the targeted groups.

· Proposed activities should address a demonstrated need of the beneficiary population that is within USAID/Sierra Leone’s mandate and contributes to the strategy detailed in this APS. 

· USAID/Sierra Leone will not consider programs under this APS of less than $250,000. Organizations with demonstrated competence in implementing programs below $250,000 and who wish to seek funding should seek to partner with other organizations that are eligible for funding under this APS. 

· Proposed programs should contain a community-based approach that includes a beneficiary population comprised of returnee populations (former IDPs or refugees). 

· Sustainability is an important issue.  To this end it is highly desirable for submissions to include strategies for strengthening local, indigenous NGO’s.  

· Submissions should describe how coordination and dialogue with appropriate Government of Sierra Leone institutions will occur.

· Adult Literacy is an important issue with the GOSL.  Submissions are encouraged to include efforts to address adult literacy in all elements of proposed activities.

· Applicants are requested to state in their applications the number and percentage breakdown of the beneficiary population in terms of male, female and youth. 

· Applications should include a management plan for monitoring and evaluating program progress, results and impact against stated objectives. The management plan must ensure that data on results are collected, issues are documented, reporting addresses activity and impact indicators and that all are reviewed at regular periods. 

· Financial reporting will depend on the payment provisions of the award(s), which cannot be determined until the successful applicant(s) is selected. Technical/progress reporting will be quarterly, with reports due 30 days after every calendar quarter, as well as a final report that will be due not later than 30 days after the expiration of the cooperative agreement(s). 

· Applicants should note that USAID policies make foreign governmental organizations (i.e., organizations which function as a governing body, such as foreign ministries and local governments) and foreign government-owned organizations, (i.e., host government agencies or firms operated as commercial companies or other organizations -- including nonprofit organizations other than public educational institutions -- which are wholly or partially owned by a host government or agencies thereof) ineligible for USAID financing unless waivers are approved or special approvals are provided. If a waiver is approved or special approval is provided, potential applicants must consider the impact of foreign governmental organizations’ and government-owned organizations’ sovereignty on issues such as audits, cost disallowances, disputes, etc. In addition, USAID policies do not permit the payment of “salary supplements” to employees of a host government except in exceptional circumstances. IV. Funding
The total amount USAID/Sierra Leone expects to award under this APS will be up to US$8.5 million, although final funding levels will depend on the quality of the applications, availability of funding, and competing priorities.  Depending on the content, quality, number of applications received, and the availability of funds, USAID/Sierra Leone reserves the right to award one grant, multiple awards, or none at all.  USAID/Sierra Leone also reserves the right to award either cooperative agreement(s) or grant(s) under this APS.

V.  Cost-Sharing 

Cost-Share Contribution:  Preference will be given to organizations that propose some degree of cost-share.  The ability of the NGO or PVO to contribute towards the activities in this requirement is highly desirable. 

It is a policy that the principle of cost sharing is an important element of USAID-recipient relationship.  Among other things, cost sharing enables USAID to mobilize additional resources for a program where USAID funding is limited.  It also demonstrates the organization’s commitment for the program.  In order to enhance the success of the program, and to demonstrate commitment, the applicant is highly encouraged to proposed cost sharing.  Cost sharing includes contributions, both cash and in-kind, which are necessary and reasonable to achieve program objectives and which are verifiable from the recipient’s records.  Cost sharing contributions may include volunteer services provided by professional and technical personnel, and un-recovered indirect costs.  

VI.    Evaluation of Applications

Applications will be reviewed based on full and open competition and in accordance with selection criteria specified in this Annual Program Statement. 

A.      General

 Proposals should be submitted with a clear indication of which Principal Activity or Intermediate Result (s) described in the APS the proposal addresses. Awards will be made on a rolling basis over 5 month period and subject to available funding. Evaluations will be conducted according to the following schedule: 

Applications must be received by April 1, 2004 to be considered (first cut-off date) 

Applications must be received by September 1, 2004 to be considered (2nd cut-off date)
This APS may be amended either to establish subsequent submission deadlines, or to indicate that a cooperative agreement (s) has been awarded and that no further funding is available.  Late applications will only be considered under subsequent submission deadlines.

Issuance of this APS does not constitute an award commitment on the part of the US Government, nor does it commit the US Government to pay for costs incurred in the preparation and submission of any application. USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted. Oral explanations or instructions given before award of the grant(s) will not be binding.  Following this period, the questions (without attribution to the organization) and answers will be posted as an amendment to the APS if necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of such information would be prejudicial to any other prospective applicant.  Questions must be in writing and should be e-mailed to fcamara@usaid.gov.
B.       Notification
If USAID/Sierra Leone through USAID/Guinea approves the proposed activity, a letter will be sent informing the applicant that negotiations will begin shortly and that additional information may be required.  USAID/Sierra Leone through USAID/Guinea shall inform unsuccessful applicants in writing explaining briefly why the application was not selected for funding.

C. Eligibility

All applicants must be legally recognized entities under applicable law.  All applicants must have financial management systems, internal control systems, and policies and procedures which comply with USG and USAID standards, as set forth in 22 CFR 226, OMB Circulars A-21 (for universities) or A-122 (for non-profit) organizations and A-133 (for both U.S. universities and U.S. non-profit organizations) or 48 CFR 31.2 (for for-profit organizations), and ADS-303, including the standard provisions for U.S. or non-U.S. non-governmental organizations, which are mandatory references to ADS-303 and references contained in said standard provisions (e.g., the USAID Inspector-General’s “Guidelines for Financial Audits Contracted by Foreign Recipients,” which applies to non-U.S. nongovernmental organizations in lieu of OMB Circular A-133).  Potential for-profit applicants should note that USAID policy prohibits the payment of fee/profit to the prime recipient under grants and cooperative agreements.  However, if a prime recipient has a subcontract with a for-profit organization for the acquisition of goods or services (i.e., if a buyer-seller relationship is created), fee/profit for the subcontractor is authorized.  Public international organizations (PIOs or IOs) that are U.N. agencies are not eligible for funding if USAID is the sole contributor.

D.       Selection Criteria 

Proposals received in response to this Annual Program Statement will be evaluated against the following technical selection criteria: 

1.  Technical approach: Proposals should be methodological sound, addressing the achievement of the special objective and the intended results of the IRs in the specified geographic areas. Considerations will be given to proposal that addresses the special conditions of particular groups and factors such as gender.  Applicants should include a well developed, detailed implementation plan, expected results and a clearly defined monitoring plan, indicators measures results and deliverables. 30 points
2.  Experience and Past Performance: The degree of experience the organization has in implementing activities similar to the one proposed. The organization’s experience in post-conflict countries in West Africa. Experience of proposed key personnel.  Applicants should include CVs for key personnel. - 30 points 

3.   Management Plan:  How the organization intends to organize to implement the proposed activities, including management of sub-grants (if relevant), discussion of allocation of field and headquarters personnel:  30 points 

4.  Cost effectiveness.  Following the technical review, the budgets of those applications found to be technically sound will be evaluated for cost-effectiveness. USAID/Sierra Leone seeks proposals where the maximum amount possible goes to direct interventions instead of indirect costs.  The relationship between costs and number of beneficiaries will be considered.  Reasonableness of costs and economies of scale will also be taken into account.  10 points

5.  Cost Sharing:  Level and effectiveness of cost share contribution proposed.  5 points

VII.  APPLICATION FORMAT 

A. General Information 

1. Applicants are encouraged to propose innovative programs designed to reach the desired results. Included in the program design should be an aggressive but realistic schedule of performance milestones as steps toward reaching proposed results. 
  
2. Applications will be evaluated based upon both the level of achievement proposed and the realism of the plan for reaching that level of achievement. Recipient performance will be evaluated against the standards proposed by the applicant and accepted by USAID/Guinea. 

3. Applicants shall submit an original (1) and two (2) copies of the Technical Application 
(Program Description) and an original and one (1) copy of the Financial Plan/Business Management Application. Applications must be submitted in English, (no electronic submissions will be accepted). 

4. The length of the Technical Application shall not exceed 30 single-spaced typed pages excluding annexes, (past performance references, performance monitoring plan, organizational capability and personnel resumes). There is no page limitation on the Financial Plan/Business Management Plan. 

5. Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective application are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the prospective recipient's lack of cost consciousness. Elaborate artwork, expensive paper and bindings and expensive visual and other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired. 
B.  Suggested Outline for Applicants   The suggested outline for the technical application is: 

1) Executive Summary 

2) Program Description 

a) Goal and Objectives. A succinct description of the proposed program objectives and its contribution to USAID's objective to facilitate community reintegration for war-affected populations in targeted areas of Kono, Kailahun and Koinadugu in the Eastern and Northern Regions in Sierra Leone must be provided.
b) Background/Problem Statement

c) Proposed Interventions/Technical Approach

d) Expected Impact/Results
3) Performance Monitoring Plan. This should include performance indicators, baseline and targets, the number of people served (with gender and age dissaggregation, where appropriate) as well as quantitative and qualitative measures specific to the technical focus of the activity.

4) Management Plan (including partnership arrangements). This should describe how the organization intends to manage sub-grants (if relevant), explanation of personnel in the field and in headquarters, past experience and key personnel. 

5) Implementation schedule 

6) Résumés of key personnel, including reference contact details, should appear in an annex

7) Financial Plan (including a detailed budget) should be submitted in a separate document. The technical application should make no reference to costs. 

B. Technical Application 

The technical application is the most important item considered in determining the successful application and in issuing an award. The technical application must be specific, complete and presented in a concise manner. The technical application should contain all of the elements specified below. The applicant should fully address each of the elements as they pertain to the proposed program, and as specified under the Selection Criteria. 

1. Past Performance References: Applicants shall provide a list of  U.S. Government- and/or privately-funded contracts, grants, cooperative agreements, awarded to your organization within the last three years involving programs similar to the program being proposed in your application. The following information should be included for each award listed:

(b) Address of awarding organization/agency 
(c) Place of performance 
(d) Award number 
(e) Award amount 
(f) Award performance period (start and end dates) 
(g) Current telephone number, fax number and internet/email address of the responsible technical representative of the awarding organization/agency 
(h) Brief description/abstract of the program 
  
2. Sub-agreements: Applicants that intend to utilize sub-awardee(s) shall indicate the extent of utilization intended, the method of identifying and selecting the sub-awardee(s) and the tasks/functions the sub-awardee(s) will perform. If an existing relationship exists with the proposed sub-awardee(s), the applicant shall describe the nature of the relationship. The application must specify the technical resources, capabilities and expertise of proposed sub-awardee(s). 
3. Certificates, Assurances and Other Information: If the application is approved technically for award, the following certifications, assurances and other information, as appropriate, will be sent to the applicant organization for completion and signature by an authorized official of the organization: 

Assurance of Compliance with Laws and Regulations Governing Nondiscrimination in Federally Assisted Programs; 
(b) Certificate Regarding Debarment, Suspension and Other Responsibility Matters - Primary Covered Transactions; 
(c) Certificate Regarding Debarment, Suspension, Ineligibility and Voluntary Exclusion - Lower Tier Transactions; 
(d) Certification Regarding Drug-Free Workplace Requirements; 
(e) Restrictions on Lobbying; 
(f) Authorized Negotiators; 
(g) Taxpayer Identification Number; 
(h) Dun & Bradstreet Number System (Duns No.); 
(i) Letter of Credit Number, as applicable; 
(j) Type of Organization; and, 
(k) Agreement on Terms and Conditions 

 C. Financial Plan/Business Management Application (budget) 

The financial plan should be fully supported by adequate cost data to establish the reasonableness of proposed program costs. At a minimum, the financial plan shall contain the following: a) a summary budget page with total costs by each cost category, b) annual budgets defined by major program activities and c) detailed budget notes and supporting justification of all proposed budget line items. The total estimated amount for each major program activity must be supported by detailed cost line items, such as personnel salaries and wages, fringe benefits, consultants, allowances, travel and transportation, per diem, training, equipment, sub-contracts/sub-agreements, other direct costs and indirect costs. 

The financial plan/business management application shall be in a separate package from the technical application and has no page limitation. The financial plan/business management application should contain all of the elements specified below, as they pertain to the proposed program: 

Application Standard Forms: Complete and submit the following required forms (mark "N/A" for sections on the forms that are not applicable): (1) SF 424 Application for Federal Assistance, (2) SF 424A Budget Information - Non-Construction Program and (3) SF 424B, Assurances - Non-Construction Programs. In addition, the following should be taken into consideration when developing the financial plan: 
  
(a) Indicate the name, annual salary, fringe benefits and expected level of effort of each person charged to the program. 

(b) If not included in the indirect cost rate agreement negotiated with the U.S. Government, specify the applicable fringe benefit rates for each category of employee, and all benefits covered by the rate. 

(c) The same information shall be provided for individual consultants as for regular personnel. 
(d) Allowances should be broken down by specific type and by person and must be in accordance with the applicant's policies. All salaries, benefits and allowances must be based on written compensation policies of the employer organization. 

(e) Other direct costs such as visas, passports and other general costs should be separate cost line items. 

(f) Travel, per diem and other transportation expenses should be detailed in the financial plan to include number of international trips, from where to where, number of per diem days and rates. Per diem and other travel allowances must be based on written travel policies of the employer organization. It is understood that specific travel plans may not always be possible to project, thus, the travel proposed might be illustrative but is still an integral part of implementation planning. 

(g) Details of all home office support to be provided. 

(h) Specific budget details and narrative information, in addition to the percentage and total dollar amount of the proposed cost-share contribution. Cost-share, once accepted, becomes a condition of payment of the federal share. 

(i) Intended application of program income earned during program period. 

Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA): Provide a copy of the most recent indirect cost rate agreement negotiated with your organization's cognizant U.S. Government agency. 
VIII. Award Instrument

USAID intends to make one or more award(s) of up to 36 months in duration to a Cooperative Agreement Recipient (s). The award will support assessments, activity design and implementation, training, technical assistance, monitoring and evaluations, seminars and workshops, and sub-grants or contracts to indigenous organizations. 

A. Substantial Involvement:

USAID substantial involvement under this Cooperative Agreement is limited to approval of the following:

1. Annual implementation, performance monitoring, and evaluation plans, including amendments thereto;

2. Key personnel defined as the Senior Program Manager, having overall responsibility for activities implemented under the Cooperative Agreement, and Senior Technical Advisor(s) providing technical expertise and supervision of one or more activities. (Not to exceed key personnel limitations as contained in ADS 303.5.11a)

3. The Recipient's selection of sub-grantees or -contractors for activities that may take place under the Cooperative Agreement.

B. Deliverables: 

1.  The Cooperative Agreement Recipient shall submit an implementation plan for USAID review and approval within 60 days of the award. 

2.   Following and award and approval of the implementation plan, the Recipient shall submit within 15 days a performance monitoring and evaluation plan for USAID/Sierra Leone review and approval. 

C. Reporting Requirements:  

The Cooperative Agreement Recipient will submit the following reports to the Cognizant Technical Officer (CTO) and where identified in the cooperative agreement by  the Agreement Officer:

1. Annual Implementation Plans, including involvement of women and youths in program activities.

2. Quarterly Performance Reports, including activity implementation, interim data on performance indicators as available (annual data required with each end-of-fiscal-year quarterly report), women’s participation in program activities, and any additional documents (e.g. assessments, evaluations, technical leadership manuals etc.) produced under the Cooperative Agreement

3. Financial Reports as identified in the agreement.

4. Final Report 30 days after the expiration of the cooperative agreement or such other date as USAID may agree to in writing.

IX.    Administration of Awards

The program is authorized in accordance with the Foreign Assistance Act.
