We posted the subject draft RFA on October 15, 2003 for comments.  While we will be considering any comments we receive for the finalization of the RFA, we want to provide the following information which we feel is very important for the interested parties to know in advance.

Nigeria is one of fourteen countries proposed to receive additional funding under the Presidential Emergency Plan on HIV/AIDS Initiative. While the draft RFA estimates funding at $82 million over five years, USAID/Nigeria anticipates receiving additional funding under the Initiative over the same period.  However, at this time we do not know how much funding above our current $82 million level over five years USAID/Nigeria is likely to receive. As soon as the FY 04 appropriations have taken place, and USAID/Nigeria knows its increased funding levels, applicants will be advised of the increased amount added to this RFA.
Applicants should be aware that they must be responsive to any documents such as guidelines or other directives that originate as a result of the Emergency Action Plan.
