“Cross-sectoral approaches for biodiversity conservation”

(FOR USAID/EGAT/NRM/B)

Statement of Purpose:
The purpose of this Annual Program Statement (APS) is to disseminate information about USAID/EGAT/Office of Natural Resource Management Biodiversity Team (EGAT/NRM/B) program and to publicize procedures for review, evaluation and award of applications received by the Team.  A primary goal of the biodiversity program is to assist developing countries in maintaining biologically diverse habitats and environmental services for long-term social, economic and environmental benefits.
Programs should be results-oriented and shall include targets, relevant indicators and benchmarks.  EGAT/NRM/B will consider funding activities that explore new cross-sectoral partnerships (including public-private alliances) contributing to biodiversity conservation and the following objectives:

· Demonstrated success in addressing threats and opportunities and promoting effective linkages among biodiversity conservation and other sectoral issues to achieve conservation results.   

· Develop and apply innovative knowledge, skills, capacities and tools that can be utilized in diverse settings to advance cross-sectoral approaches to achieving biodiversity conservation. 

Program Summary and Objectives:
With the objectives listed above in mind, EGAT/NRM/B anticipates that this program will contribute to EGAT/NRM Strategic Objective 905-801 which is “improved management for conservation and sustainable use of natural resources -- principally agricultural lands, forests, biodiversity, freshwater and marine ecosystems” and its Intermediate Result IR 1.1 “effective biodiversity conservation and management”.  Where possible, the program should also contribute to other Agency Strategic Objectives related to the sectors described below (for more information please see http://www.usaid.gov/policy/budget/state_usaid_strat_plan.pdf). All applications must address biodiversity conservation objectives in a cross-sectoral manner, with a particular interest in applications that address biodiversity issues in relation to: 
· Population; 
· HIV/AIDS;
· 
· 
· Sustainable agriculture; 
· Extractive practices and industries (including agriculture, fisheries, logging, mining, oil and gas etc.); 
· Economic growth and trade (including poverty alleviation, private investment and sustainable financing); and/or

· Democracy, governance and conflict.

Initiatives supported under this program are intended to support new and innovative strategies that ultimately will facilitate or catalyze systemic change in how biodiversity conservation is approached within the broader conservation community, including policy initiatives.  While funding of conservation work at specific sites may be included, such support must be strongly tethered to opportunities for broader impacts in other regions and/or within the conservation community.  Through this program EGAT/NRM/B supports activities where the primary programmatic focus is in countries where USAID has a presence. (Lists of such countries can be found on the USAID internet site at http://www.usaid.gov/index.html by clicking on the Location tab on the toolbar at the top of the page).

EGAT/NRM/B is committed to supporting cross-sectoral approaches to biodiversity conservation that fully integrate the appropriate socio-economic factors for undertaking such approaches in distinct cultural and geographic settings.  
These factors include, among others, issues of equity and participation with particular emphasis on mainstreaming gender issues. Initiatives supported under this program should 
treat gender considerations and relevant socio-economic considerations as core factors to be incorporated throughout policy formulation, planning, evaluation, decision making procedures and implementation.  In addition, gender mainstreaming involves giving attention to gender equality in relation to institutional practices that set the overall conditions for conservation and development.  

Applications must respond to all of the following principles:
A. Programs should focus on the development or enhancement of cross-sectoral partnerships.  Programs must facilitate partnerships across sectors that have the potential to lead to conservation impacts.  Such partnerships should be strategic and embrace innovative relationships whenever possible.  When appropriate, efforts may include support for building capacities of local or non-traditional partner groups to engage in such collaborations.

B. Programs should catalyze and promote appropriate systemic changes in the practices and approaches undertaken by diverse partners to achieve conservation results.  Activities may support specific and locally based biodiversity conservation improvements, but must also demonstrate either directly or indirectly the potential to impart significantly broader impacts over time and, whenever appropriate, in diverse settings.  Activities should emphasize innovation.
C. Programs should demonstrate how activities will contribute to biodiversity conservation results.  Activities should be results-oriented and should demonstrate clearly the short-, medium- and long-term biodiversity conservation gains expected.   
D. Programs should be adaptive.  The design of program activities should be sound, with an eye towards adapting activities, tools and/or approaches to evolving and complex needs of biodiversity conservation.  Programs should clearly demonstrate how they will monitor progress, assess impacts, and incorporate mechanisms for adaptation over the life of the program, and as appropriate, beyond.  Programs should include relevant “results-oriented” indicators and benchmarks.

E. Programs should complement conservation and development activities of USAID and others.  Programs should be supportive of sustainable conservation and development, clearly emphasizing, when appropriate, how activities complement other development activities of USAID, as well as other donors, host-country governments, the private sector, or other relevant institutions.  Development activities must demonstrate the linkages to conservation objectives.

F. Programs should address high priority threats and/or offer distinct opportunities for achieving sustainable biodiversity conservation results.   Programs should be based on a sound analysis of threats and opportunities, including direct, indirect and root causes as appropriate.  Analysis and proposed approaches should consider ecological as well as socio-economic considerations. 
G. 
H. Programs should foster sustainability.  Programs should emphasize how partnerships, impacts and appropriate activities will be sustained beyond the end of the agreement, including aspects of financial, social and biological sustainability. In particular, any programs that involve extractive practices should clearly address the a) likelihood that extractive activities will be ecologically, socially and economically sustainable, b) how over-harvesting may be controlled in appropriate settings, c) how extractive use will contribute directly to biodiversity conservation and d) how revenue projections will enable continuation of both resource use and conservation into the future.
I. Programs should be participatory.  All programs should incorporate equitable and active involvement of appropriate stakeholders in all stages of design, testing or implementation including mainstreaming of gender issues.  Attention should be given to the differences in the ways men, women, youth, and indigenous groups use, manage, and conserve biological resources.  The inclusion of traditionally marginalized stakeholders should occur whenever possible.  Programs should define, when appropriate, how they will bring together potentially conflictive stakeholder perspectives and groups and manage effective participatory processes for conservation results.
· 
J. Programs should integrate learning into program design.  Substantive analysis, adaptive management and efforts to disseminate lessons learned to a broader community should be integrated into programs (including, but not limited to the conservation community).  EGAT/NRM/B supports the learning and dissemination of lessons from both successes and failures.  Innovative activities should be emphasized, including an understanding of potential risks.

Eligibility:
All non-governmental organizations that have existing programs in some or all areas noted above.    
Funding:
USAID anticipates awarding one (1) to three (3) agreements in FY04 and one (1) to three (3) agreements in FY05, ranging from $100,000 to $250,000 per award, which respond in a particularly innovative fashion to the objectives and principles indicated above.
Multiple year awards are envisioned.  Funds can be proposed for any length of time starting on September 30, 2004 up to a maximum of three (3) years. All activities should plan to end by September 30, 2007 for FY04 awards and September 30, 2008 for FY05 awards.
USAID/EGAT/NRM/B reserves the right to change the funding amounts, cycle and terms of the agreement as a result of availability of funding and U.S. government requirements. Partners will be appropriately notified of such changes, should they occur.

USAID prefers a cost share contribution from partners towards the total cost of the activity.  
Reporting:
Grantees/Recipients will be expected to submit an annual work plan(s) 30 days after the award and thereafter each subsequent year.  At a minimum the work plan must include a timetable for implementing the program description; a description of activities to be carried out and clearly established targets, milestones and anticipated results, quality control procedures and a detailed plan for monitoring progress.
At a minimum, grantees/recipients will be expected to submit a final technical and financial report within 30 days of the end of the agreement. For multi-year programs, annual technical and financial reports will be expected by November 15 of each year of the life of the agreement.  Annual and final reports should describe progress to date towards achieving program objectives and conservation targets, as described in the work plan, and include copies of any relevant publications or other materials.  Reports should also emphasize key lessons learned that have relevance to the broader conservation community.

Evaluation of Applications:
Applications will be reviewed based on full and open competition and in accordance with selection criteria specified in this Annual Program Statement.  

Applications should be submitted with a clear indication of how the activities will meet the program objectives and results described above.  Awards will be made on a rolling basis over a one year time period and subject to available funding.  An APS review committee will review all eligible applications according to the following schedule:


Applications received by 4:30 pm EST April 19, 2004.

Applications received by 4:30 pm EST February 15, 2005.


The criteria presented below are tailored to the requirements of this APS. The relative importance of each criterion is indicated by the percentage weights below. Applicants should note that these criteria serve to:  (a) identify the significant matters that applicants should address in their applications and (b) set standards against which all applicants will be evaluated. To facilitate the review of applications, narrative portions of applications should be organized in the same order as the broad evaluation criteria.

1)  In evaluating the different components of the technical application, USAID will examine the overall merit and feasibility of the applications, as well as specific criteria relevant to each competent as elaborated below. However, USAID will also be flexible in considering especially innovative and creative applications that go beyond the technical criteria described below. The following technical selection criteria will be used by the review committee in the following order of importance:

2)  Cost will be evaluated as a separate process.  (20%)   Cost realism shall be performed as part of the evaluation process to a) assess the accuracy with which proposed costs represent the most probable and realistic cost of performance, b) reflect a clear understanding of the requirements; and c) are consistent with the various elements of the offeror's technical proposal. 

Initial applications will be reviewed by USAID.  A short-list of applications may be reviewed by internal and/or external reviewers regarding the technical approach.

Instructions to Applicants:
Applications are due by 4:30 pm EST on the dates indicated above.  If hand delivered, applications are due in the USAID lobby of the Ronald Reagan Building at 1300 Pennsylvania Ave. NW, Washington DC by 4:30 pm EST on the dates indicated above.  If delivered by courier, the courier must report to the building guard at the 14th Street USAID reception area. Electronic transmittal of the application (including budget and budget narrative) shall also constitute an official submission, but USAID does not accept responsibility for delays in transmission or receipt.  If the application is transmitted electronically, applications must be sent to bmckeirnan@usaid.gov by 4:30 pm EST on the dates indicated above.

Issuance of this APS does not constitute an award commitment on the part of the US Government, nor does it commit the US government to pay for costs incurred in the preparation and submission of any application.  USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted.

Technical applications are limited to 12 pages, excluding annexes, shall be written in English, single spaced, and typed on standard 8 ½” x 11” paper with one-inch margins. Do not use a type smaller than 10-point font size. The suggested outline for the technical application is: 
I. Executive summary.  1 page maximum.

II. Technical Approach.  This section should address all principles (A through I) described in the Program Summary and Objectives section above.  Includes:
· a succinct problem statement, including description of key threats and opportunities to be addressed; 

· overall goals and objectives, including any specific learning objectives; 
· specific conservation targets and/or expected impacts; 
· geographic area and rationale;
· socio-economic context, including gender considerations;
· detailed description of strategic approach and activities; 
· a description of how activities will complement USAID and other related conservation and development activities, including, when applicable, a description of any consultation with USAID; and
· a description of sustainability and risk issues.

III. Implementation plan.  
· Includes clear description of partnership and collaborative arrangements, existing and planned; 
· short descriptions of key personnel; 
· overview of monitoring and evaluation plan, including how adaptive management and lessons dissemination will be insured.

IV. Implementation schedule/timeline.  
· Sequence of activities

· Timeframes for each implementing activity
V. Institutional capacity.  Maximum of 1 page describing institutional ability to successfully complete proposed work, including abilities to address specific USAID requirements and to meet international accounting standards.

VII. Annexes.  Past performance information should be included.  At a minimum, applications should include contact information for in-country and other relevant partners with whom the applicant has worked in the past three (3) years, including references.  The reference information shall include the location, current telephone numbers, email addresses, points of contact, award number if relevant, dollar value of activity and a brief description of work performed.  Annexes may also include maps.
VII.     Cost application.  Submitted as a separate document following    guidelines below.  Note this section does not count towards the 12 page limit.
Financial Application

1.  The Cost/Business application must be completely separate from the applicant's technical application. The application must be submitted using SF-424 and SF-424A "Application for Federal Assistance". 


The offeror must provide an electronic copy of the budget (preferably in Microsoft Excel) with calculations shown in the spreadsheet and an electronic version of the narrative discussing the costs for each budget line item (preferably in Microsoft Word) on a 3 1/2” disk or CD.  

2.  The cost application must be for a period of up to three years for the period using the budget format shown in the SF-424A. The form is downloadable on USAID's website at:

If there are any training costs to be charged to this Agreement, please clearly identify them. 

3.  If the applicant is a consortium or joint venture, the Cost/Business application must include documents reflecting the legal relationship between the parties. The document/s should include a full discussion of the relationship between the applicants including identity of the applicant which USAID will treat for purposes of Agreement administration, identity of the applicant which will have accounting responsibility, how Agreement effort will be allocated and the express agreement of the principals thereto to be held jointly and severally liable for the acts or omissions of the other. 

4.  The attached Certifications must be included with the cost proposal. 

5.  The proposed budget should provide estimates of the program based upon the total estimated costs for the agreement.  Applicants should minimize their administrative and support costs for managing the project to maximize the funds available for project activities. 

6.  The cost/business portion of the application should describe headquarters and field procedures for financial reporting and the management information procedure(s) to be employed to ensure accountability for the use of U.S. Government funds. Describe program budgeting, financial and related program reporting procedures. 

7.  Provide detailed budget notes or narrative for all costs, explaining how costs were derived consistent with the following guidance on required information.

The breakdown of all costs associated with the program according to costs of, if applicable, headquarters, regional and/or country offices;

The breakdown of all costs according to each partner organization involved in the program;


c)
The costs associated with external, expatriate technical assistance and those associated with local in-country technical assistance;

The breakdown of any financial and in-kind contributions of all organizations involved in implementing the Cooperative Agreement;

Potential contributions of non-USAID or private commercial donors to the Cooperative Agreement;


f)
Procurement plan for commodities;


g)
Closeout costs:  Any costs associated with terminating programmatic activities at the conclusion of the cooperative agreement must be included in the projected organizational budget required by this request for applications.

8.  Provide the following Cost Element details:

a)
Salary and Wages – Direct salaries and wages must be proposed in accordance with the applicant's personnel policies. 

b)
Fringe Benefits – If the applicant has a fringe benefit rate that has been approved by an agency of the Government, such rate should be used and evidence of its approval should be provided. If a fringe benefit rate has not been so approved, the application should propose a rate and explain how the rate was determined. If the latter is used, the narrative should include a detailed breakdown comprised of all items of fringe benefits (e.g., unemployment insurance, workers compensation, health and life insurance, retirement, FICA, etc.) and the costs of each, expressed in dollars and as a percentage of salaries.

Travel and Transportation – The application should indicate the number of trips, domestic and international, and the estimated costs. Specify the origin and destination for each proposed trip, duration of travel, and number of individuals traveling. Per diem should be based on the applicant's normal travel policies.

d)
Other Direct Costs – This includes communications, report preparation costs, passports, visas, medical exams and inoculations, insurance (other than insurance included in the d applicant's fringe benefits), equipment, office rent abroad, etc. The narrative should provide a breakdown and support for all other direct costs. 

e)
Indirect Costs – The applicant should support the proposed indirect cost rate with a letter from a cognizant U.S. Government audit agency, a Negotiated Indirect Cost Agreement (NICRA), or with sufficient information for USAID to determine the reasonableness of the rates. (For example, a breakdown of labor bases and overhead pools, the method of determining the rate, etc.).

9.   Source and Origin Requirements - Goods and services provided by the Recipients under this USAID-financed award must have their source and origin in the United States (USAID Geographic Code 000).

d) Travel policies are compliant with applicable OMB circulars and other applicable USAID and Federal regulations, a copy of the certification should be included with the application. If the certification has not been made to USAID/Washington, the applicant should submit a copy of its personnel (especially regarding salary and wage scales, merit increases, promotions, leave, differentials, etc.), travel and procurement policies, and indicate whether personnel and travel policies and procedures have been reviewed and approved by any agency of the Federal Government. If so, provide the name, address, and phone number of the cognizant reviewing official.

In the absence of evidence to the contrary or circumstances properly beyond the control of the applicant, applicants who are or have been deficient in current or recent performance (when the number of grants, contracts, and cooperative agreements, and the extent of any deficiency of each, are considered) shall be presumed to be unable to meet this requirement. Past unsatisfactory performance will ordinarily be sufficient to justify a determination of non-responsibility, unless there is clear evidence of subsequent satisfactory performance. The Agreement Officer will collect and evaluate data on past performance of applicants.

Has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics;

Is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive a cooperative agreement under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., Equal Employment Opportunity laws).


f)
Applicants may submit any additional evidence of responsibility considered necessary in order for the Agreement Officer to make a determination of responsibility.

 Program Income (if applicable):

The Recipient shall account for program income in accordance with 22 CFR 226.24(b)(1) and (b)(2).  “In accordance with 22 CFR(b)(1), program income earned under this award shall be added to funds committed by USAID and the recipient to the project or program and used to further eligible project or program objectives. Final and Interim Reports.  The [contractor/recipient] must annually submit two reports:

(i)   an interim report by November 17; and 

(ii)  a final report by April 16 of the next year.

Contents of Report.  The reports must contain:

Amount of foreign taxes assessed by a foreign government [each foreign government must be listed separately] on commodity purchase transactions valued at $500 or more financed with U.S. foreign assistance funds under this agreement during the prior U.S. fiscal year.  NOTE: For fiscal year 2003 only, the reporting period is February 20, 2003 through September 30, 2003.  

(v)
Only foreign taxes assessed by the foreign government in the country receiving U.S. assistance is to be reported.  Foreign taxes by a third party foreign government are not to be reported. For example, if an assistance program for Lesotho involves the purchase of commodities in South Africa using foreign assistance funds, any taxes imposed by South Africa would not be reported in the report for Lesotho (or South Africa).  

(vi)
Any reimbursements received by the [Contractor/Recipient] during the period in (iv) regardless of when the foreign tax was assessed plus, for the interim report, any reimbursements on the taxes reported in (iv) received by the recipient through October 31 and for the final report, any reimbursements on the taxes reported in (iv) received through March 31. 

(vii)
The final report is an updated cumulative report of the interim report. 

(viii) Reports are required even if the contractor/recipient did not pay any taxes during the report period.

(ix)
Cumulative reports may be provided if the contractor/recipient is implementing more than one program in a foreign country.

(c)
Definitions.  For purposes of this clause:

(i)
“Agreement” includes USAID direct and country contracts, grants, cooperative agreements and interagency agreements. 

(ii)
“Commodity” means any material, article, supply, goods, or equipment.

(iii)
“Foreign government” includes any foreign governmental entity.

(iv)
“Foreign taxes” means value-added taxes and custom duties assessed by a foreign government on a commodity.  It does not include foreign sales taxes.
