USAID/DCHA/OFDA Annual Program Statement (APS) for Post Conflict Multi-Sectoral Interventions Among Returnee Communities in Angola (OFDA-FY04-007)

Gentlemen/Ladies:
Pursuant to the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended, the United States Government (USG), as represented by the U.S. Agency for International Development (USAID), Bureau for Democracy, Conflict, and Humanitarian Assistance (DCHA), Office of U.S. Foreign Disaster Assistance (OFDA), is seeking applications (proposals for grant funding) from any U.S. or non-U.S. non-profit or for-profit nongovernmental organization (NGO), public international organization (PIO or IO), or other qualified non-USG organization to implement local community-based activities in support of the return of Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs), Refugees and Ex-combatants to their homes of origin in Angola.  
The purpose of this APS is to disseminate information about these activities to prospective program implementers so that they may develop and submit applications for OFDA grant funding.  This APS: (1) provides a brief background to the humanitarian situation in Angola; (2) describes the types of activities for which applications will be considered; (3) describes the funding available and the process and requirements for submitting applications; (4) explains the criteria for evaluating applications; and (5) refers prospective applicants to related documentation available on the internet.  This program is authorized in accordance with the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.

I. BACKGROUND

On April 4, 2002, representatives of the Government of the Republic of Angola (GRA) and the National Union for the Total Independence of Angola (UNITA) signed a memorandum of understanding ending the disastrous 27-year Angolan civil war.  The conflict caused massive internal displacement and refugee outflows, estimated by the GRA to be over four million persons (one third of the total population) in 2001.  Accompanying these population movements were the collapse and destruction of key agricultural, health, education, and transportation infrastructures, limiting the government’s ability to provide basic public services.

The 2002 peace agreement fundamentally changed the humanitarian situation in Angola, raising a new set of opportunities and challenges for the provision of humanitarian assistance.  According to the U.N. Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (UN OCHA), 4.1 million Angolans were scheduled to receive humanitarian assistance in 2003.  Unlike past years, however, Angola is now solidly on the road to peace.  Humanitarian assistance is critical in order to reduce the continued vulnerability of rural populations, and to allow the country to move towards development.

Since 1990, the United States Government (USG) has contributed more than $770 million in emergency assistance to affected populations in Angola.  As part of the overall USG response, USAID/DCHA/OFDA has provided the majority of its support assistance to IDPs and people affected by the conflict.  This assistance has been provided primarily at the provincial-level, in transit camps and quartering areas, and has served to meet the immediate and evolving needs of the displaced populations.  Previous USAID/DCHA/OFDA-funded interventions have succeeded in saving lives and alleviating human suffering in Angola.  However, largely as a result of the unstable environment in which these programs were implemented, the majority of the assistance provided, while having been very necessary, was not able to build a solid foundation from which broader transitional and developmental programs could be launched.
The final phase of the Angolan conflict caused widespread forced displacement and created catastrophic humanitarian conditions for displaced populations.  In response to this, USAID/DCHA/OFDA increased its emergency assistance in FY 2002 and FY 2003 to $20 million/year to reflect the post-conflict situation in Angola’s CE (Complex Emergency) and the mass movement of the affected populations towards their areas of origin.   Since the beginning of the repatriation and return process, approximately 3.3 million Angolans, including refugees, IDPs and ex-combatants, have been registered in all 18 provinces.  The movement began to the provincial capitals, followed by waves to the municipal, communal and aldea (village) levels.  
Keeping in line with the recent changes in Angola’s humanitarian situation, USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s programming support has shifted to support IDP return and recovery.  This programming evolution is natural and has served to meet the needs of the more than three million returnees who have moved from IDP camps to municipal transit centers and finally back to their places of origin, where they have begun resettling communal areas.  While isolated areas cut-off from humanitarian assistance remain, the country is more readily accessible to relief agencies than it has been in the past.  Newly resettled families are working to rebuild their households, regain livelihoods, and meet their most basic needs.  However, mined rural roads and fields and inadequate social infrastructure and services continue to define the parameters of the resettlement process. 
In FY 2004, OFDA activities will further enable communities to access shelter, water/sanitation, food and livelihood acquisition systems, and health services.  OFDA-funded programs will have stronger capacity building components and encourage a livelihoods approach to establish a minimum foundation upon which local communities, government, and development programs will be able to build and continue providing for their basic needs in future years.  Completing this process will require the continued support of the international community and OFDA through the end of 2004, a timeline consistent with the United Nation’s institutional transition plan for Angola.

The transition from emergency to recovery in Angola is well underway, and people on both the development and relief side of USAID are placing considerable emphasis on transitional programs that will bridge the gap between relief and development.  In line with this desire to support transitional activities, the goal of this APS is to address the needs of returnees at the community level by focusing small scale, relatively low-cost programs on vulnerable areas and populations that will require additional emergency assistance over the next 12 months.
USAID/DCHA/OFDA will also continue funding coordination efforts throughout the coming year, though at much lower levels than in previous years.  By supporting community-based recovery initiatives, USAID/DCHA/OFDA expects that the programs funded under this APS will feed into larger USAID country or regional strategies, as well as those of other donors supporting more development oriented programs.  USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s planned transition in Angola, on which this APS is based, is expected to remain in effect through FY 2004, unless the security situation changes significantly, or significant, unexpected changes in the humanitarian situation occur.

II. PROGRAM OBJECTIVES
USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s mandate is to save lives and reduce human suffering.  In order to achieve this goal in Angola, USAID/DCHA/OFDA is seeking applications for small-scale, community based activities to be carried out in those provinces in Angola, which have experienced the highest return of previously displaced populations, namely the Planalto Region.  These activities should be based on community needs as ascertained through dialogue and discussions with a broad range of community members.  One or more partners may be selected to implement programs to support community recovery.  Applications focusing on multi-sectoral interventions will be given preference.

The broad goals of this initiative are to increase access to preventative health care, clean water and dependable sanitation infrastructures within rural communities in Angola and to provide the resources required.  Interventions will provide technical assistance, training and material inputs as needed, concentrating on sustainable improvements to community livelihoods and services.  Concern for the environment, existing marketing systems, and functioning civil programs will be inherent in any programs funded and implemented, and each must be expected to have a positive impact on community resiliency over a 12 month period.  The following are some specific activities USAID/DCHA/OFDA seeks to promote.
Sector 1: Health Activities
USAID/DCHA/OFDA will consider funding activities that ensure access to basic preventive medical care (immunizations, maternal child healthcare (MCH), sanitation and latrine campaigns in communes and villages).  USAID/DCHA/OFDA believes that an effective program in this sector in Angola would address one or more of the following components:

· Build upon on-going public health programs by providing training to TBA (Traditional Birth Attendants), vaccination “activists,” village pharmacists and sanitation workers under Village Health Committees linked to the Communal “Centros de Saude” in returnee villages and communes.  

· Baseline information, including morbidity and mortality rates
· Creation of databases to accompany government-approved health cards and appropriately track vaccinations so as to avoid duplication.
· Institutional strengthening, capacity building, training
· Support for training in national nutritional protocols and dissemination of nutritional data.

· Interventions emphasizing or including MCH activities.
· Interventions seeking the prevention of life threatening diseases, e.g. malaria, measles, polio, tuberculosis (TB), yellow fever, etc.

Sector 2: Water and Sanitation Activities
Access to clean water and sanitation systems is critical to the basic health and recovery of communities in Angola.  USAID/DCHA/OFDA will consider supporting programs in water and sanitation that address one or more of the following components:

· Access to clean water and latrines in villages and communes to which the displaced populations are returning through the rehabilitation of existing water points and/or the construction of new water points, particularly hand-dug wells and spring boxes where appropriate.

· Hygiene education for the maximum number of beneficiaries.

· Access to the most vulnerable populations.

· Programs in areas where morbidity and mortality rates are highest and associated with chronic diarrhea and acute respiratory infection.

· Programs in areas where there are ongoing USAID/Angola or USAID/DCHA/OFDA health programs and where linkages can be established to ongoing, long-term programs, i.e. beyond emergency funding.

· Demonstrated working relationships with appropriate provincial authorities.

· Testing water quality for fecal coliforms and heavy metals.

· Strengthening of civil society through election of community water management committees.  

· Health and hygiene information made available in schools and communities where the education of girls is an integral part of activities. 
III. REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL APPLICANTS

1. Duration:  The grants for which applications are submitted should be implemented in 12 months.
2. Monitoring and Evaluation:  Applications must include a general plan for monitoring and evaluating program progress, results and impact against stated objectives, which will be evaluated in accordance with section IX 2(e) of this APS.  The plan must ensure that data on results are collected, issues are documented, reporting addresses activity and impact indicators and that all are reviewed at regular periods. The monitoring and evaluation plan and methodology must be consistent with the USAID/DCHA/OFDA “Guidelines for Proposals and Reporting.”  As much as possible, evaluations should be made available to the public, to encourage use of data and application of lessons learned.
3. Consultation and Coordination:  All applications should contain a strong analysis of the potential impact of the program on communities, and applicants should demonstrate a willingness to work directly with identified leaders and practitioners within the local communities.  Community participation in developing the activities presented in the application should be demonstrated.
4. Geographic Focus:  USAID/DCHA/OFDA is seeking applications for small-scale, community based activities to be carried out in those provinces in Angola, which have experienced the highest return of previously displaced populations, namely the Planalto Region.
5. Technical Approach:  Programs should be designed in a manner that supports sustainable improvements to livelihoods and builds local capacity.  Inasmuch as possible, programs should be multi-sectoral in nature, using a holistic approach.  Examples of sectors include health, agriculture/food security, water/sanitation, etc.  Activities might include water/sanitation, preventative and maternal and child health programs and livelihood interventions (e.g., small infrastructure projects, small-scale economic rehabilitation activities).  As noted above, applications focusing on multi-sectoral interventions will be given preference. 

6. Proposed activities should address a demonstrated need of the beneficiary population that is within USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s mandate and contributes to the strategy detailed in this APS.
IV. GUIDANCE TO APPLICANTS
1. Partners new to USAID/DCHA/OFDA are invited to submit applications.  However, resultant awards to these organizations may be delayed so that USAID can undertake necessary pre-award qualification reviews of these organizations.  These organizations should take this into account and plan their implementation dates and activities accordingly.

2. All applications for multi-sectoral activities in Angola, including continuations/extensions of current USAID/OFDA-funded programs, must be submitted under this APS or include sufficient justification as to why the application should be funded on a non-competitive basis or outside of this APS.
3. Applicants are requested to state in their applications (1) the estimated cost per beneficiary, and (2) the percentage of the affected population (by community) to be served under any resulting award.
4. Programs should be low-cost, small-scale and community-based.
5. All programs should be sustainable following the 12 months of funding.
6. Applications should clearly list other organizations working in the same geographic area as the proposed program and in what sector(s) they are working.  Applicants should state how they will coordinate with these organizations in order to prevent duplication and maximize cost-effectiveness.
7. Applicants must submit a list of all contracts, grants, or cooperative agreements involving similar or related programs over the past three years, to include the location(s), name and current telephone number and/or e-mail address of at least one person knowledgeable of the applicant’s work on each such program, award numbers for each program (if available), and a brief description of the work performed.
8. Applications that do not adhere to the USAID/DCHA/OFDA “Guidelines for Proposals and Reporting” will not be considered for funding.  However, to the extent this APS differs from the Guidelines, this APS prevails.  The program description section of the application will become the program description of any resulting grant, and must answer the questions: who, what, where, when, why, how, and so what?

9. Applicants should note that USAID policies make foreign governmental organizations (i.e., organizations which function as a governing body, such as foreign ministries and local governments) and foreign government‑owned organizations, (i.e., host government agencies or firms operated as commercial companies or other organizations -- including nonprofit organizations other than public educational institutions -- which are wholly or partially owned by a host government or agencies thereof) ineligible for USAID financing unless waivers are approved or special approvals are provided.  Even if a waiver is approved or special approval is provided, potential applicants must consider the impact of foreign governmental organizations’ and government-owned organizations’ sovereignty on issues such as audits, cost disallowances, disputes, etc.  In addition, USAID policies do not permit the payment of “salary supplements” to employees of a host government except in exceptional circumstances. 10. With reference to the standard provision entitled “USAID Eligibility Rules for Goods and Services” (see Section XI below for the website), it is anticipated that the authorized geographic code will be Code 935, subject to the order of preference and file documentation requirements set forth in paragraph (b)(2) of the standard provision.  Applicants should also take note of the ineligible goods and services and the restricted goods described in paragraphs (a)(1) and (a)(3), respectively, of the standard provision.  With respect to the restricted goods, applicants should be aware that:

 (1)
Agricultural Products:  Food (other than for nutritional and health purposes) is generally not financed by OFDA, and that seeds will be subject to special seed grower’s certification requirements;  

(2)
Motor Vehicles:  While non-U.S. vehicles are authorized for Angola, applications that propose non-U.S. vehicles should include a rationale therefore, and all vehicles will be subject to the order of preference and file documentation requirements in paragraph (b)(1) of the standard provision and a supplemental descending order of preference, as follows: U.S.-manufactured vehicles, vehicles assembled in the cooperating country or a Code 941 country using a substantial number of parts and sub-assemblies manufactured in the U.S., vehicles manufactured in any Code 935 country by a subsidiary of a U.S. manufacturer, and vehicles manufactured in a Code 935 country by other than subsidiaries of U.S. manufacturers;

(3)
Pharmaceutical Products:  Applications that include pharmaceutical products should include the generic and brand name(s), strength(s)/concentration(s), dosage form(s), quantity(ies), unit package size(s), intended therapeutic use(s) of the identified pharmaceuticals, and, to the extent feasible, the anticipated source(s) and purchases of all approved pharmaceutical products will be subject to a special provision for the procurement of medicines and pharmaceutical products which, inter alia, limits such purchases to FDA-approved products/sources or from UNICEF unless otherwise approved, requires the awardee to assume the risk of purchases of non-FDA approved products/sources or from UNICEF, and requires submission of safety and efficacy information;

(4)
Pesticides:  Pesticides are extremely problematic in terms of obtaining internal USAID approval and should not be proposed for USAID/ OFDA funding if at all possible;

(5)
Used Equipment:  Used equipment is also extremely problematic in terms of obtaining internal USAID approval and should not be proposed for USAID/DCHA/OFDA funding if at all possible;

(6) Fertilizers:  Fertilizers are not problematic if purchased locally (subject to the order or preference and file documentation requirements in paragraph [b][1] of the standard provision or the standard provision entitled “Local Procurement”) but may be problematic in terms of obtaining internal USAID approval if they are not purchased locally and should not be proposed for USAID/DCHA/OFDA funding if at all possible, and that, in all cases, fertilizers may be subject to additional requirements regarding concentrations, application, etc.; and

(7) USG-Owned Excess Property:  It is not anticipated that any U.S. Government-owned excess property will be purchased.  

V. ELIGIBILITY

1. Legal Organizations:  All applicants must be legally recognized entities under applicable law.

2. Responsibility:  All US or non-US nongovernmental non-profit or for-profit organizations and Public International Organizations are eligible to submit applications, as delineated above.  All applicants must be “responsible,” as defined in ADS 303.5.9.  Accordingly, all applicants must have financial management systems, internal control systems, and policies and procedures which comply with USG and USAID standards set forth in 22 CFR 226, OMB Circulars A-21 (for universities) or A-122 (for non-profit organizations) and A-133 (for both U.S. universities and U.S. non-profit organizations) or 48 CFR 31.2 (for for-profit organizations); and ADS-303, including the standard provisions for U.S. or non-U.S. nongovernmental organizations which are mandatory references to ADS-303, and also including references contained in said standard provisions (e.g., the USAID Inspector-General’s “Guidelines for Financial Audits Contracted by Foreign Recipients,” which applies to non-U.S. organizations in lieu of OMB Circular A-133).  International Organizations will be subject to ADS-308, including the standard provisions set forth in ADS-308.5.15.
3. Registration as a Private Voluntary Organization (PVO):  Pursuant to ADS-E251.5.3(a)(6), applicants do not need to be registered with USAID as a PVO to be eligible for funding hereunder.
4. Fee/Profit:  Potential for-profit applicants should note that USAID policy prohibits the payment of fee/profit to the prime recipient under grants and cooperative agreements.  However, if a prime recipient has a subcontract with a for-profit organization for the acquisition of goods or services (i.e., if a buyer-seller relationship is created), fee/profit for the subcontractor is authorized.

VI. FUNDING AVAILABLE, NUMBER OF AWARDS, AND REPORTING

1. Funding Available:  USAID/DCHA/OFDA plans to award up to $3 million for programs covering a period of 12 months with the objectives described in Section II above, although final funding levels will depend on content, quality, number of applications received, needs, availability of funding, and competing priorities.  While no ceiling has been established on the magnitude of individual applications, USAID/OFDA does not intend to fund applications above $500,000.  Applicants are encouraged to keep costs reasonable in relation to the scope of their proposed activities, recognizing that the total funding under this APS will cover a range of efforts.
2. Number of Awards:  USAID/OFDA reserves the right to fund parts of applications and to award one grant, multiple grants, or none at all.  USAID/OFDA also reserves the right to award a cooperative agreement(s) instead of a grant(s) if “substantial involvement” (as defined in ADS-303.5.11a) is deemed appropriate by USAID/OFDA.  Issuance of this APS does not constitute an award commitment on the part of the U.S. Government, nor does it commit the U.S. Government to pay for any costs incurred in the preparation and submission of any application.
3. Reporting:  Financial reporting will depend on the payment provisions of the grant(s), which cannot be determined until the successful applicant(s) is (are) selected.   Program performance reporting shall be in accordance with 22 CFR 226.51 and the USAID/DCHA/OFDA “Guidelines for Proposals and Reporting.”

VII. COST SHARING

Applications are not required to include counterpart funding.  However, applications that include additional in-kind and or cash contributions from non-U.S. Government sources will be more competitive, since cost-sharing demonstrates a strong commitment to the planned activities, and will be rewarded under the “cost-effectiveness” evaluation criterion set forth in Section IX.6 below.  Applicants that do not include such contributions are encouraged to provide a rationale.  PIOs that are U.N. agencies are not eligible for funding if USAID/DCHA/OFDA is the sole contributor.

VIII. PROGRAM INCOME
If the successful applicant(s) is a non-profit organization, any program income generated under the award(s) will be added to the USAID/DCHA/OFDA funding (and any cost-sharing that may be provided).  However, pursuant to 22 CFR 226.24(d) and 22 CFR 226.82, if the successful applicant is a for-profit organization, any program income generated under the award(s) will be deducted from the total program cost to determine the amount of USAID/DCHA/OFDA funding.

IX. APPLICATION EVALUATION PROCESS AND CRITERIA

Applications will be reviewed by USAID/DCHA/OFDA in Washington in close coordination with USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s Emergency Disaster Response Coordinator (EDRC) in Angola based on full and open competition and in accordance with evaluation criteria specified in this Annual Program Statement.  Other USG agencies, USAID/DCHA/OFDA consultants, and other partners may also be invited to review applications on a case-by-case basis provided that such participation does not create a conflict of interest, and further provided that information contained in the application shall be used only for evaluation purposes and shall not be disclosed outside USAID/DCHA/OFDA.  Award(s) will be made to those applicants submitting applications that offer the best value to the U.S. Government.  

The six evaluation criteria and their respective weights (out of a total of 100 points) are: 

1.
Justification for Proposed Intervention – 10 points

(a) Demonstrated attempt to consult with identified communities prior to submission of the application and incorporate their concerns and needs into the application.
(b) Demonstrated attempt to obtain historical and/or baseline data by which the status of the resiliency of the community can be assessed.
2.
Program Description – 40 points 

(a) Appropriateness of the activities with respect to achieving USAID/DCHA/OFDA’s objectives for community recovery in Angola.

(b) Likelihood of achieving the expected results within the proposed time-frame.

(c) Use of sound technical practices for the proposed activities; adequate description and understanding of the methods of implementation.
(d) Appropriateness of proposed targeted population(s) for assistance. 

(e) Proposed monitoring and evaluation plan.
(f) Demonstrated attempt to identify impact as well as output indicators per USAID/DCHA/OFDA “Guidelines for Proposals and Reporting.”
(g) Planned steps for gender-integration and balance in activities at all levels of community dynamics.
3.
Sustainability - 20 points 

(a)  Utilization of local institutions, organizations or beneficiary groups.
(b) Proposed plan for phase-out or hand-over to host government institutions, local partners or beneficiaries.
(c) Discussion of, and plan for, how resources might be obtained to continue the activity or program, if appropriate.
5.
Institutional Capability and Past Performance - 20 points 

(a)   On-the-ground presence in targeted districts and/or operational presence in Angola. 

(b) Demonstrated experience in implementing post conflict multi-sectoral interventions among returnee communities, preferably in Angola.

(c)  Demonstrated results effectively achieved in past work related to implementation of post conflict multi-sectoral interventions among returnee communities, preferably in Angola.
(d) Demonstrated sector-specific experience/capability in the proposed health and water/sanitation activities, appropriate knowledge of the targeted areas and population, and depth and breadth of relevant work experience of key personal.
(e) Demonstrated strong and productive relationships with government officials and beneficiaries in Angola. 

(f) Demonstrated knowledge of, and familiarity with, communities experiencing large numbers of returnees within the region, including political, economic, cultural, social, and institutional norms. 
(g) Appropriate targeting of affected population.
6.
Cost -- 10 points 

(a) Cost-effectiveness:  Percentage of overall budget going as direct assistance to beneficiaries; significance of program impact in terms of number of beneficiaries and cost per beneficiary to USAID/DCHA/OFDA.
(b) Cost realism:  Likelihood that the program can be accomplished within the stated budget.
X. SUBMISSION OF APPLICATIONS
1. 
Format:

(a) Applications submitted under this APS must follow the USAID/DCHA/OFDA “Guidelines for Proposals and Reporting.” 
(b) Applications should be submitted in English.  Documentation in other languages may be included as long as there is an English translation.  Although no minimum number of pages is specified for applications, applications should not exceed 20 pages, excluding attachments.  OFDA encourages brevity, which facilitates conceptual clarity, as well as efficient review of applications.
2. 
Submission Deadlines:
This APS is open for three months from the date of issuance, although USAID/DCHA/OFDA plans to review applications in batches.  Applications submitted by 4:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time (EST) on 20 February 2004 would be included in the first batch for review.  The targeted award date is approximately 60 days thereafter.  This APS may be amended either to establish subsequent submission/review dates for applications, or to indicate that a grant(s) or cooperative agreement(s) has/have been awarded and that no further funding is available.  Late applications would only be considered under subsequent closing dates, if any.
3. 
Place and Means of Submission:

(a) USAID/Washington

Applicants should submit one electronic copy (in Word 97 and/or Excel 97) by e-mail attachment by the application deadline (see X.2 above).  A hard copy of the application, including the required certifications, representations and budget forms outlined in the USAID/DCHA/OFDA “Guidelines for Proposals and Reporting,” should immediately follow but is not required by the application deadline.

If applications are hand-delivered to USAID/DCHA/OFDA in Washington, couriers must report to the building guard at the 14th Street entrance.  The guard cannot accept applications, but will call USAID/DCHA/OFDA for someone to come down to accept the application.  The courier must wait until the USAID/DCHA/OFDA representative arrives to accept the application.  Be sure to allow sufficient time for delivery, as the applications must be in the hands of the USAID/DCHA/OFDA representative by 4:00pm EST on the submission deadline set forth in Section X.2 above.  Applicants should contact Robert Barton in advance of any courier delivery to ensure that someone from USAID/DCHA/OFDA will be available to receive the application, which cannot be left unattended at the guard station.  

Applicants are also advised that packages sent by mail through the U.S. Postal Service are irradiated before delivery to USAID, which could result in significant delays.  If applicants choose to mail their applications, sufficient time for this safety procedure should be allowed to ensure receipt of the application by the deadline.
