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SECTION A - COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT APPLICATION FORMAT

  PREPARATION GUIDELINES

 All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Section II addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications.  Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.  "Late applications will not be considered for award" or "Late applications will be considered for award if the Agreement Officer determines it is in the Government's interest."

 Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application. Technical portions of applications should be submitted in an original and three copies and cost portions of applications in an original and two copies.

 The application should be prepared according to the structural format set forth below.  Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time indicated on the cover page of this RFA, to the location indicated on page 3 of the cover letter accompanying this RFA.

 Technical applications should be specific, complete and presented concisely.  The applications should demonstrate the applicant's capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The applications should take into account the technical evaluation criteria found in Section II.

 Applicants should retain for their records one copy of the application and all enclosures which accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.   COST APPLICATION FORMAT

   E.  Cost share has been recommended to be 0% of the total estimated amount.  If the applicant proposes a cost share of less than 0%, it will be deemed as not responsive, and will be removed from further consideration.

   F.  Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information:

   N.  Explanation to Prospective Applicants - Any prospective applicant desiring an explanation or interpretation of this RFA must request it in writing by September 1, 2003 to allow a reply to reach all prospective applicants before the submission of their applications.  Oral explanations or instructions given before award of a Cooperative Agreement will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective applicants.

   O.   Cooperative Agreement Award:

     1.  The Government may award one or more Cooperative Agreements resulting from this RFA to the responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) conforming to this RFA offers the greatest value (see also Section II of this RFA). The Government may (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept more than one application (see Section III, Selection Criteria), (d) accept alternate applications, and (e) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received.

     2.  The Government may award one or more Cooperative Agreement(s) on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application should contain the applicant's best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

     3.  Neither financial data submitted with an application nor representations concerning facilities or financing, will form a part of the resulting Cooperative Agreement(s).

· Consistency with technical proposal;

· Effectiveness of cost control mechanisms; 
· Cost effectiveness. 
Evaluation System

The following adjectival scoring system will be used as by the technical evaluation committee to assess each of the technical criteria and sub-criteria and the technical proposal as a whole:

SECTION C - PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Community Self-Help Fund Program
The cooperative agreement shall cover a base year, and two one-year optional extension periods. In the base period a total of less than $200,000 in funding has been reserved, and two subsequent years that are contingent upon the availability of funding and the mutual agreement of the parties to continue.  Total funding is estimated not to exceed $1 million for the total life of the project. Applicant’s proposed budget should cover the base year only; budget line items should include (i) Management costs (staffing, office operations), (ii) Small Grants and related services (e.g., publicizing program, meetings to describe application process, etc.), (iii) indirect costs.

A.  Summary

USAID seeks a qualified organization to assist in the organization and management of the U.S. Government (USG) Community Self-Help Fund.  The goal of the Fund is to improve the basic economic and social conditions of local communities by supporting on-going community projects through a small Grants program.  Grants will vary in complexity and may range from the dram equivalent of $500 to $10,000 (applying the exchange rate used by the US Embassy/Yerevan).  The ultimate decision for awarding the small Grants lies with the Assistance Coordination Group (ACG) which is comprised of representatives from the U.S. Embassy State Department (2 representatives), USAID (1), Peace Corps (1), and USDA (1).  Self-Help Fund Grants will be awarded twice a year (every six months). 

The management services cooperative agreement will assign the Awardee primary responsibility for organization and management of the solicitation process, and for monitoring and evaluation of Self-Help Fund projects. Awardee’s responsibilities fall into four (4) main categories:  1.  Pre-award activities: including soliciting applications, ensuring the participation of both men and women, assisting applicants, initial screening of applications, and  2.  Award:  preparation of Grant Agreement documents for applicants selected by the ACG; 3. Monitoring: site visits to project sites, and provision of timely and appropriate technical assistance, as necessary, to Fund recipients; and, 4. Final Evaluation:  elaboration of activity completion reports for each project financed with Self-Help funds.

The Awardee will work closely with the U.S. Embassy administrative assistant assigned to the ACG as Activity Manager, and with the USAID Cognizant Technical Officer (CTO) for this Agreement.

B.  Program Description

Cooperative Agreement Management Services

USAID will award a cooperative agreement to assist in the organization and management of the U.S. Government (USG) Community Self-Help Fund.

The USG Community Self-Help Fund is designed to assist local communities to implement small, “grassroots” projects in Armenia.  The goal of the Fund is to improve the basic economic and social conditions of local communities with an emphasis on strengthening on-going community projects (as opposed to start-up activities) through a small Grants program.  Community projects must be able to be implemented within a six-month period.  Grants will vary in complexity and may range from the dram equivalent of $500 to $10,000.  The ultimate decision for awarding the small Grants lies with the Assistance Coordination Group (ACG) which is comprised of representatives from the U.S. Embassy State Department (2 representatives), USAID (1), Peace Corps (1), and USDA (1).  Self-Help Fund Grants will be awarded in drams twice a year (every six months).  See Attachment A for more detailed information on the Fund, and Attachment B for a draft Community Fund Grant Application form.  

The award assigns the Awardee primary responsibility for organization and management of the solicitation process, and for monitoring and evaluation of Community Self-Help Fund projects. Although not a member of the ACG, the Awardee will have major responsibilities for the organization, management, monitoring and evaluation of the process and the projects for which the small Grants are awarded.  The Awardee’s responsibilities fall into four (4) main categories:


1.  Pre-award -- The Awardee will liaise with the U.S. Embassy Pol/Econ administrative assistant (assigned to the ACG described above), who will be the day-to-day Activity Manager for this activity, and the USAID CTO assigned to this Agreement, to review and affirm the priority areas and criteria for Self-Help Fund projects for the upcoming small projects award period, and to agree upon a schedule or timetable for the solicitation and award of Self-Help Grants.  As part of the solicitation process, the Awardee will employ strategies and activities designed to inform a wide audience about the availability and criteria for Grants under the Community Self-Help Fund.  Illustrative strategies and activities may include use of mass media, and organization of short training/information meetings to assist interested Self-Help applicants with the application process.  In collaboration with the U.S. Embassy/ACG administrative assistant and the USAID CTO, the Awardee will draft, revise, and finalize informational materials about the Fund (such as that contained in Attachment A) to be disseminated widely to communities throughout Armenia.  The Awardee will also collaborate on the final version of the Self-Help Application (see Attachment B). 


Depending on the number of applications received, the Awardee may be requested to screen the applications, in order of priority using the criteria set forth by the ACG, and make preliminary recommendations to the ACG.  The ACG will review, discuss and select applications for funding.  In the event that the ACG advises that an application(s) requires minor modifications for the sake of clarity or needs to provide additional pertinent information, the Awardee will be requested to assist the applicant(s) in question to make the necessary revisions and submit an amended application.  The Awardee may be required to enlist the services of a short-term consultant/expert to complete some of the revisions. 


2.  Award –  The Embassy Self-Help Activity Manager will inform the Awardee which Self-Help applications were selected for Grant funding by the ACG.  The Awardee in turn will notify the selected parties of the award.  The Awardee is responsible for preparing and negotiating the terms of each award, and ensuring that relevant USG rules and regulations are included in each Grant award.  The Awardee will also verify each Fund recipient’s financial accounting system and practices and provide assistance, as necessary, to ensure that practices meet minimum USG reporting requirements.  The Awardee will be the “Grantor” to the recipients of  Self-Help funds.


3.  Monitoring  -- The Awardee will keep abreast of the progress of each Self-Help funded Grant project by visiting the project sites at least once during the 6 month Grant period.  For large and/or complex projects, more frequent site visits may be necessary.  After each site visit, the Awardee will submit a brief progress report to the Embassy Self-Help Activity Manager and the USAID CTO.  The report shall provide sufficient detail to ascertain whether the Self-Help project is meeting, exceeding, or not meeting expectations.  On-going challenges and issues, as well as measures employed to address issues, should be noted.


4.  Final Evaluation – The Awardee will conduct a final evaluation of each Self-Help Fund project within 45 work days of project completion.  The report format to be used will be agreed upon by the Awardee, the Embassy Activity Manager, and the USAID CTO within 30 calendar days of the signing of the cooperative agreement.  The reports should be succinct, briefly describing project objective(s), strategies and activities undertaken and their corresponding results.  

Attachment A

The Community Self-Help Fund
The Community Self-Help Fund is designed to assist local communities implement small, grassroots projects in Armenia.  The goal of the Fund is to improve the basic economic and social conditions of communities with an emphasis on strengthening on-going community projects and programs (as opposed to start-up activities).  Each applicant must contribute by giving money, labor, or other services for the project.  The greater the involvement and contribution from the local community, the more likely the project Grant will gain approval.

Please read the Project Guidelines carefully.

Grants will be in drams and range between the equivalent of $500 and $10,000 (currently about 295,000 and 5,900,000 Dram at an exchange rate of 590 Dram to $1).  After this Grant money is used, the project must be able to continue on its own or with help from the community.  There are only a limited amount of funds available so that it will be virtually impossible to fund every application.  The project Grant period should not exceed 6 months.  The Fund is reserved for community-based Armenian associations and organizations.

2003 Self-Help Fund Project Guidelines
Successful projects share similar features and are commensurate with the spirit, if not letter, of the following criteria.  At a minimum, Self-Help activities should: 

· improve basic economic and social conditions at the local community or village level; 

· encourage the participation of both men and women;

· show local initiative and involvement, although they may be sponsored by other sources; 

· benefit a substantial number of people in the community and that gender concerns have been taken into consideration;

· involve a significant contribution of labor, money or materials by members of the local community (local contributions will be required, up to 10 to 25% of total project cost);

· be within the means of the local community to operate, maintain and sustain; and, 

· lend themselves to quick implementation, using the entire Grant within the six-month agreement period.

While it is not possible to list all restrictions, Self-Help funds may not be used for the following: 

· recurring administrative or operating costs, such as salaries and rent; 

· religious activities; 

· activities that receive U.S. Government funds or have recently received a Self-Help Grant; 

· activities considered to be the responsibility of the local government or which receive a significant amount of Government of Armenia funding (such as for primary, secondary or tertiary education purposes); 

· contributions to a large fund, such as a building fund, in which verifiable project or program progress provided by the U.S. Embassy are not readily distinguishable; (note:  The Fund can be used to finance a multi-purpose room or classrooms which represent an identifiable portion of a larger project.) 

· the purchase of pesticides, fungicides and herbicides for garden projects; 

· vehicles, computers, photocopiers, or other recurring “operating expense” costs;

· private business; or

· national or international NGOs that are not community-based. 

Criteria for Evaluation of Applications:

· Number of beneficiaries, disaggregated by gender;

· Cost per beneficiary;

· Magnitude of community contribution;

· Economic impact of activity;

· Community’s track record/experience in implementing activities;
