                Support for Soup Kitchens and Mobile Medical Teams

The United States Agency for International Development (USAID) is seeking applications for a Cooperative Agreement from qualified U.S. or Armenian Non-Governmental Organizations, who are registered locally, for funding a five-year program for Support for Soup Kitchens and Mobile Medical Teams.  The authority for the RFA is found in the Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.

The Recipient will be responsible for ensuring achievement of the program objective to address the immediate nutritional needs of Armenia's most vulnerable elderly population and provide first-level, basic health care to hard-to-reach populations.  Please refer to the Program Description for a complete statement of goals and expected results.

Pursuant to 22 CFR 226.81, it is USAID policy not to award profit under assistance instruments.  However, all reasonable, allocable, and allowable expenses, both direct and indirect, which are related to the grant program and are in accordance with applicable cost standards (22 CFR 226, OMB Circular A-122 for non-profit organization, OMB Circular A-21 for universities, and the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 31 for-profit organizations), may be paid under the grant.

Subject to the availability of funds, USAID intends to provide approximately $10-12 million in total USAID funding to be allocated over the 5 year period (2 year base period and 3 year option period). USAID reserves the right to fund any or none of the applications submitted. USAID would prefer to award one Cooperative Agreement for all elements of this RFA, however, USAID may elect to award a single Cooperative Agreement or to award multiple Cooperative Agreements for each of the two program components under this solicitation.

Applicants are requested to submit both technical (original and 3 copies) and cost portions (original and 2 copies) of their applications in separate volumes.  Award will be made to that responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) offers the greatest value.

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                SECTION A - GRANT APPLICATION FORMAT

  PREPARATION GUIDELINES

All applications received by the deadline will be reviewed for responsiveness to the specifications outlined in these guidelines and the application format.  Section II addresses the technical evaluation procedures for the applications.  Applications which are submitted late or are incomplete run the risk of not being considered in the review process.  "Late applications will not be considered for award" or "Late applications will be considered for award if the Agreement Officer determines it is in the Government's interest."

Applications shall be submitted in two separate parts: (a) technical and (b) cost or business application. Technical portions of applications should be submitted in an original and cost portions of applications in an original.
The application should be prepared according to the structural format set forth below.  Applications must be submitted no later than the date and time indicated on the cover page of this RFA, to the location indicated on page 2 of the cover letter accompanying this RFA.

Technical applications should be specific, complete and presented concisely.  The applications should demonstrate the applicant's capabilities and expertise with respect to achieving the goals of this program.  The applications should take into account the technical evaluation criteria found in Section II.

Applicants should retain for their records one copy of the application and all enclosures which accompany their application.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  To facilitate the competitive review of the applications, USAID will consider only applications conforming to the format prescribed below.

  COST APPLICATION FORMAT

The Cost or Business Application is to be submitted under separate cover from the technical application.  Certain documents are required to be submitted by an applicant in order for an Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  However, it is USAID policy not to burden applicants with undue reporting requirements if that information is readily available through other sources.

The following sections describe the documentation that applicants for Assistance award must submit to USAID prior to award.   While there is no page limit for this portion, applicants are encouraged to be as concise as possible, but still provide the necessary detail to address the following:

A.  A copy of the program description that was detailed in the applicant’s program description, on a 3-1/2" diskette, formatted in Word2000.

B.  Include a budget with an accompanying budget narrative which provides in detail the total costs for implementation of the program your organization is proposing.      - the breakdown of all costs associated with the program according to costs of, if applicable, headquarters, regional and/or country offices;

     - the breakdown of all costs according to each partner organization involved in the program;

     - the costs associated with external, expatriate technical assistance and those associated with local in-country technical assistance;

     - the breakdown of the financial and in-kind contributions of all organizations involved in implementing this Cooperative Agreement;

     - potential contributions of non-USAID or private commercial donors to this Cooperative Agreement;

     - your procurement plan for commodities (note that contraceptives and other health commodities will not be provided under this Cooperative Agreement).

   C.  A current Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement;

   D.  Required certifications and representations (as attached):

   E.  Cost share is encouraged and is recommended to be 10% of the total estimated amount.  
   F.  Applicants who do not currently have a Negotiated Indirect Cost Rate Agreement (NICRA) from their cognizant agency shall also submit the following information:

     1.  copies of the applicant's financial reports for the previous 3-year period, which have been audited by a certified public accountant or other auditor satisfactory to USAID;

     2.  projected budget, cash flow and organizational chart;

     3.   A copy of the organization's accounting manual.

   G.   Applicants should submit any additional evidence of responsibility deemed necessary for the Grant Officer to make a determination of responsibility.  The information submitted should substantiate that the Applicant:

     1.   Has adequate financial resources or the ability to obtain such resources as required during the performance of the award.

     2.   Has the ability to comply with the award conditions, taking into account all existing and currently prospective commitments of the applicant, nongovernmental and governmental.

     3.   Has a satisfactory record of performance.  Past relevant unsatisfactory performance is ordinarily sufficient to justify a finding of non-responsibility, unless there is clear evidence of subsequent satisfactory performance.

     4.   Has a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; and

     5.   Is otherwise qualified and eligible to receive a grant under applicable laws and regulations (e.g., EEO).

   H.   Applicants that have never received a grant, cooperative agreement or contract from the U.S. Government are required to submit a copy of their accounting manual.  If a copy has already been submitted to the U.S. Government, the applicant should advise which Federal Office has a copy.

   In addition to the aforementioned guidelines, the applicant is requested to take note of the following:

   I.  Unnecessarily Elaborate Applications - Unnecessarily elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond those sufficient to present a complete and effective application in response to this RFA are not desired and may be construed as an indication of the applicant's lack of cost consciousness.  Elaborate art work, expensive paper and bindings, and expensive visual and other presentation aids are neither necessary nor wanted.

   J.  Acknowledgement of Amendments to the RFA - Applicants shall acknowledge receipt of any amendment to this RFA by signing and returning the amendment.  The Government must receive the acknowledgement by the time specified for receipt of applications.

   K.  Receipt of Applications - Applications must be received at the place designated and by the date and time specified in the cover letter of this RFA.

   L.  Submission of Applications:

     1.  Applications and modifications thereof shall be submitted in sealed envelopes or packages (1) addressed to the office specified in the Cover Letter of this RFA, and (2) showing the time specified for receipt, the RFA number, and the name and address of the applicant.

     2.  Faxed applications will not be considered; however, applications may be modified by written or faxed notice, if that notice is received by the time specified for receipt of applications.

   M.  Preparation of Applications:

     1.  Applicants are expected to review, understand, and comply with all aspects of this RFA.  Failure to do so will be at the applicant's risk.

     2.  Each applicant shall furnish the information required by this RFA.  The applicant shall sign the application and print or type its name on the Cover Page of the technical and cost applications.  Erasures or other changes must be initialed by the person signing the application.  Applications signed by an agent shall be accompanied by evidence of that agent's authority, unless that evidence has been previously furnished to the issuing office.

     3.  Applicants who include data that they do not want disclosed to the public for any purpose or used by the U.S. Government except for evaluation purposes, should:

       (a) Mark the title page with the following legend:

 "This application includes data that shall not be disclosed outside the U.S. Government and shall not be duplicated, used, or disclosed - in whole or in part - for any purpose other than to evaluate this application.  If, however, a grant is awarded to this applicant as a result of - or in connection with - the submission of this data, the U.S. Government shall have the right to duplicate, use, or disclose the data to the extent provided in the resulting grant.  This restriction does not limit the U.S. Government's right to use information contained in this data if it is obtained from another source without restriction.        (b) Mark each sheet of data it wishes to restrict with the following legend:

   N.  Explanation to Prospective Applicants - Any prospective applicant desiring an explanation or interpretation of this RFA must request it in writing within three weeks of receipt of the application to allow a reply to reach all prospective applicants before the submission of their applications.  Oral explanations or instructions given before award of a Grant will not be binding.  Any information given to a prospective applicant concerning this RFA will be furnished promptly to all other prospective applicants as an amendment of this RFA, if that information is necessary in submitting applications or if the lack of it would be prejudicial to any other prospective applicants.

   O.   Grant Award:

     1.  The Government may award one or more Grants resulting from this RFA to the responsible applicant(s) whose application(s) conforming to this RFA offers the greatest value.  The Government may (a) reject any or all applications, (b) accept other than the lowest cost application, (c) accept more than one application (see Section B, Selection Criteria), (d) accept alternate applications, and (e) waive informalities and minor irregularities in applications received.

     2.  The Government may award one or more Grant(s) on the basis of initial applications received, without discussions.  Therefore, each initial application should contain the applicant's best terms from a cost and technical standpoint.

     3.  Neither financial data submitted with an application nor representations concerning facilities or financing, will form a part of the resulting Grant(s).

   P.  Authority to Obligate the Government - The Grant Officer is the only individual who may legally commit the Government to the expenditure of public funds.  No costs chargeable to the proposed Grant may be incurred before receipt of either a fully executed Grant or a specific, written authorization from the Grant Officer.

   Q.  The Contractor/Recipient is reminded that U.S. Executive Orders and U.S. law prohibits transactions with, and the provision of resources and support to, individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.  It is the legal responsibility of the contractor/recipient to ensure compliance with these Executive Orders and laws.    R.               SECTION B - SELECTION CRITERIA

The criteria presented below have been tailored to the requirements of this particular RFA.  Applicants should note that these criteria serve to: (a) identify the significant matters which applicants should address in their applications and (b) set the standard against which all applications will be evaluated.  To facilitate the review of applications, applicants should organize the narrative sections of their applications in the same order as the selection criteria.

The technical applications will be evaluated in accordance with the Technical Evaluation Criteria set forth below.  Thereafter, the cost application of all applicants submitting a technically acceptable application will be opened and costs will be evaluated for general reasonableness, allowability, and allocability.  To the extent that they are necessary (if award is made based on initial applications), negotiations will then be conducted with all applicants whose application, after discussion and negotiation, has a reasonable chance of being selected for award.  Awards will be made to responsible applicants whose applications offer the greatest value, cost and other factors considered.

Awards will be made based on the ranking of proposals according to the technical selection criteria identified below.

Technical Approach 

a) program strategies and approaches for achieving results;

b) understanding of Armenian context;

c) measures to increase public awareness and achieve local participation;

d) evaluation and monitoring plan.

Program strategies and approaches must be clearly articulated in English, technically sound and appropriate for the Armenian context, and must demonstrate the applicant’s thorough understanding of the activities to be implemented and their corresponding expected results.  USAID will evaluate the applicant’s ability to implement effectively and efficiently the program components (soup kitchens and mobile medical teams), to identify and reach a maximum number of the target populations (the elderly for soup kitchens; focus on infants, pregnant and lactating women for MMTs), and to obtain maximum results and ensure gender equality over the life of project.  USAID will evaluate the technical soundness, “feasibility” or “practicality”, and “innovativeness” of the applicant’s strategies, plans and timetable for achieving results.  

Partnerships between local entities that take advantage of local expertise and experience are encouraged.  Applicants should demonstrate a thorough knowledge of the technical and logistical requirements for successfully meeting the needs of Armenia’s most vulnerable people through the operation of soup kitchens and/or mobile medical teams.  

Applicants should include plans for community involvement, participation, and ownership of proposed activities and for raising public awareness of and “buy-in” to the objectives of proposed activities.  Applicant should describe the technical assistance (TA) and training to be provided by applicant to partners and/or collaborators, as well as any ad hoc TA (local or otherwise) that the applicant envisions may be necessary during years 1 and 2 of the award.  

Past Performance

Applicant organizations must have at least 3 years experience in implementing, monitoring and achieving anticipated results in similar or related activities to those contained in Section B, Program Description, of this RFA.  Applicants must submit a list of all contracts, grants or cooperative agreements involving similar or related programs over the past three years.  Reference information on past awards should include the address, current telephone number, email address, principal contact persons, award identification numbers, and a brief description of the work performed and results achieved under each award.

Proposed Personnel

The qualifications (education, work experience) of proposed key staff must be commensurate with job descriptions and level of assigned responsibilities.   Director/managers must clearly have demonstrated leadership qualities and skills, in addition to managerial and technical expertise.  The key personnel should include accomplished projects in their resumes. 

Organizational and Managerial Capacity

Applicants should demonstrate an institutional capacity to manage activities under the cooperative agreement.  Applicants must have strong capacity in financial and personnel management, procurement and related logistics, as well as competencies in organizing, implementing and reporting on activities and results.  Applicants’ management plans must be consistent with the requirements for effective and timely implementation of program components.

Cost

The cost proposal should include budget for the full 5 year period (base and option periods), and will be evaluated on (i) whether it is realistic and consistent with the technical proposal; (ii) overall cost control and cost effectiveness. 
Evaluation System
The following adjectival scoring system will be used as by the technical evaluation committee to assess each of the technical criteria and sub-criteria and the technical proposal as a whole:

	O     Very significantly exceeds most or all solicitation requirements.  Response exceeds a “Better” rating.  The Applicant has clearly demonstrated an understanding of all aspects of the requirements to the extent that timely and highest quality performance is anticipated.

	B     Fully meets all solicitation requirements and significantly exceeds many of the solicitation requirements.  Response exceeds an “Acceptable” rating.  The areas in which the Applicant exceeds the requirements are anticipated to result in a high level of efficiency or productivity or quality.

	A     Meets all solicitation requirements.  Complete, comprehensive, and exemplifies an understanding of the scope and depth of the task requirements as well as the Applicant’s understanding of the Government’s requirements.

	M     Less than “Acceptable.”  There are some deficiencies in the technical proposal.  However, given the opportunity for discussions, the technical proposal has a reasonable chance of becoming at least “Acceptable.” (Areas of a technical proposal which remain to be “Marginal” after “Final Proposal Revision” offers shall not be subject to further discussion or revision.)  If award is made on the initial offers, there will not be an opportunity for discussions nor a chance to become at least “Acceptable.”

	U     Technical proposal has many deficiencies and/or gross omissions: Failure to understand much of the scope of work necessary to perform the required tasks; failure to provide a reasonable, logical approach to fulfilling much of the Government’s requirements; failure to meet many personnel requirements of the solicitation.  (When applying this adjective to the technical proposal as a whole, the technical proposal must be so unacceptable in one or areas that it would have to be significantly revised to attempt to make it other than acceptable.)


                SECTION C - PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

A. SUMMARY 

Although Armenia’s GDP growth rate has averaged about 6 percent per year for the past 10 years, today more than half of the population still falls within or below the poverty line.  A recent assessment of USAID-supported direct assistance activities (feeding programs, mobile medical teams) recommended that USAID continue to support some direct assistance activities for an additional 5 years (USAID FY2004-2008).  These activities will target the country’s most vulnerable populations and will be implemented by locally registered U.S. or Armenian Non-Governmental organizations.

This RFA calls for proposals to carry out a direct assistance program that has two components:  (1) soup kitchens for the elderly, and (2) mobile medical teams for hard-to-reach, remote areas.

The goal of the soup kitchen component is to significantly address the immediate nutritional needs of Armenia’s most vulnerable elderly population.  USAID partners are currently operating 24 soup kitchens serving approximately 3,150 elderly beneficiaries in 5 regions.  Under this RFA, USAID would like to increase the number of beneficiaries by approximately one-third, from the current 3,150 to a total of 4,500 beneficiaries by September 2005.  To this end, USAID seeks to continue support for the soup kitchens at the 24 existing sites and to establish up to 6 additional sites in the same and/or different regions.  Hot meals are provided at each site to qualifying participants:  1 hot meal per day, 5 days a week, 52 weeks a year.  

The successful applicant will be responsible for food safety and for staff training to ensure good hygiene practices.  Applicants’ sound management practices should include periodic internal reviews of operations in order to achieve greater efficiencies.  Over the life of project, the successful applicant is expected to identify additional resources, especially local resources, to render operations more sustainable in the longer term.  

The goal of the Mobile Medical Teams (MMTs) is to provide first-level, basic health care to hard-to-reach populations.  MMTs conduct consultations for diagnosis, treatment and/or referral for common diseases in Armenia.  Under this RFA, a heightened emphasis is placed on improving the nutritional status of infants and pregnant and lactating women.  MMTs must be comprised of licensed, qualified health providers and professionals who together are capable of carrying out the required services.  

MMTs should be organized and scheduled to visit target villages at least twice a month.  The two regions currently served by USAID-financed MMTs are Gegharkunik and Lori.  Total target population for the 2 regions is approximately 17,500 inhabitants.  Applicants should propose a plan for continuing to provide services to the current 17,500 target population, and extend services to an additional 16,000 beneficiaries by September 2005.  Based on past experience, it is anticipated that over 50 percent of the target population will benefit from MMT consultations per year.   Expansion to other villages in Gegharkunik and Lori and/or possibly to villages in up to 2 other regions is contingent upon applicant’s presentation and discussion of compelling health statistics, data and other relevant information in the areas proposed for expansion. 
The successful applicant will be responsible for procuring all goods and services necessary to the functioning of the MMT, such as medical equipment, supplies, pharmaceuticals, staffing, IEC materials, supplemental foodstuffs, etc.  The successful applicant will meet periodically with relevant national and local authorities to discuss MMT program progress, issues, and challenges, and to ensure that USAID-supported interventions coincide with national health sector policies, norms and standards.  The applicant is expected to establish referral systems with accredited health facilities (polyclinics and/or hospitals, either private or public sector) in the target regions to ensure expert follow up for patients whose health care conditions cannot be adequately addressed by the MMT.  The applicant will train and work with local community health workers who can carry out health information, education and communication (IEC) activities in their respective communities.  The selected applicant will be expected to coordinate MMT activities and to realize synergies with other USAID development projects and other donor activities in the target areas.

Both men and women will benefit from the soup kitchens.  Since there are more women in the population than men (54 percent of the population is female, with the greatest disparities in urban areas and in the older age cohorts that are targeted by the soup kitchens), it is possible that there will be slightly more women beneficiaries than men.  Although the mobile medical teams will have as a special mandate to improve the nutritional status of infants 0-3 years of age and pregnant and lactating women through food distribution, food will be allocated to family members of targeted individuals (infants and pregnant or lactating women) so that males and females will benefit for the most part equally from MMT activities as well (note that the sex ratio is more balanced among the youngest age groups).  For both components, the selected applicant will be required to disaggregate beneficiaries by gender for reporting purposes.

B.  DETAILED PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Background 
Since 1993 real GDP growth has averaged about 6 percent per year in Armenia.  However, growth has been driven primarily by recovery from a severe three-year economic contraction (1990-1993).  By 2001 real GDP was equal to about 74 percent of the 1990 level.  Thus, these fairly impressive economic growth figures have not had much impact on the average citizen of Armenia in the past decade as more than half of the population still falls within or below the poverty line.  

USAID’s Strategic Plan for FY1999-2003 had 4 major strategic objectives (SOs), including SO 3.2, “A Strengthened Social Safety Net,” which was subsequently revised to SO 3.4, “Mitigation of the Adverse Social Effects of the Transition.”  Under SO 3.4 USAID contracted with U.S. firms to carry out institution-building activities with local organizations to strengthen their capacity to provide basic social and health care support – direct assistance -- to targeted needy populations.  An assessment of the direct assistance activities under SO 3.4 (e.g., feeding programs, mobile medical teams), completed in early 2003, recommended that USAID continue to support targeted direct assistance activities for an additional 5 years (USAID fiscal years 2004-2008).  The assessment team agreed that these activities should hone in on the country’s most vulnerable populations and be linked synergistically, as feasible, with other USAID programs.  Moreover, the team recognized the capacity of local organizations to directly manage and implement activities.  

Proposed Activities and Anticipated Results

USAID’s follow-on social and health care support program for the FY 2004-2008 strategy period is captured in the Mission’s new SO3 “ Improved Access to and Quality of Primary Health Care Services in Program Areas” and SO4, “Improved Social Protection.”   SO3 comprises 4 intermediate results (IRs):

SO4 entails three intermediate results.

Activities under this RFA fall under the Mission’s new strategy for FY2004-2008, and specifically under SO4, IR1 and SO3, IR4 respectively.  This has two distinct components: (1) soup kitchens for the elderly poor, and (2) mobile medical teams.  (Note that other activities will be carried out under these SOs and IRs, but they will be the subject of other contracting mechanisms.)  It should be noted that for the sake of management efficiency, USAID would prefer a single award for the implementation of both program components (soup kitchens and mobile medical teams).  The RFA encourages locally registered organizations in Armenia to consider partnerships that would enable a single award.  However, to ensure maximum competition and participation, the RFA also state that USAID will consider making two awards -- one for each program component – so that applicants who have the capacity and are interested in implementing only one of the components are encouraged to submit an application for a single component.  

Given that the cooperative agreement under which current USAID-supported soup kitchens and mobile medical teams expires in September 2003, USAID requests applications from interested applicants to not only maintain existing activities but also expand operations to a larger number of beneficiaries as described below.

Soup kitchens – The goal of the soup kitchens component is to significantly address the immediate nutritional needs of Armenia’s vulnerable elderly population.  USAID partners are currently operating 24 soup kitchens that serve approximately 3,150 elderly beneficiaries in 5 regions:  5 kitchens in Gegharkunik, 5 in Lori, 4 in Shirak, 3 in Syunik, and 7 sites in Yerevan.  Current venues were made available by local authorities in the respective regions.  To further encourage greater community participation and support for the kitchens, USAID believes that all locales should be maintained in good condition by local governments and/or community groups, at little or no cost to the project, once soup kitchen services have been established and have begun operations.

Current USAID-supported soup kitchens

Under this RFA, USAID would like to increase the number of beneficiaries by at least one-third, from the current 3,150 to a total of 4,500 beneficiaries by September 2005.  To this end, USAID seeks to continue support for soup kitchens at existing sites (see above table).  USAID is also favorable to consolidating some existing sites (if applicant believes this would be more responsive to local needs), expanding to up to 6 additional sites in the same and/or different regions, contingent upon applicant’s justification for doing so (e.g., presentation of poverty-level and/or nutrition data at proposed new sites), and within the limits of available funding. 

Soup kitchen beneficiaries are disadvantaged elderly people who have no family or other support groups to assist in meeting their very basic needs.  Hot meals are to be provided to qualifying participants:  1 hot meal per day, 5-6 days a week, 52 weeks a year.  Hot meals should consist of approximately 1,200 calories and should be based on sound nutrition standards (i.e., meals should contain essential nutrients, fiber and energy in amounts sufficient to maintain health and proper body weight). 

Applicants should provide USAID with a plan and timeline for maintaining and improving soup kitchen services at existing sites, possibly consolidating some sites, for identifying additional eligible beneficiaries, and for expanding to new sites.  Criteria and procedures for selection of beneficiaries and plans for a periodic “status review” of participants’ eligibility should also be elaborated and discussed, taking into account the requirement to hone in on those elderly persons who have no other means of support.

Applicant will be responsible for procuring all food, kitchen supplies, equipment, staff, and carrying out necessary renovations to soup kitchen locales.  As alluded to above, it is expected that the successful applicant will make every effort to obtain at least a minimal contribution from the local governments and/or other community groups whose citizens will ultimately benefit from the soup kitchens (e.g., counterpart contribution could cover the cost of utilities and/or general cleaning and maintenance.)  

Furthermore, the successful applicant will be responsible for food safety and for staff training to ensure good hygiene practices in the kitchens.  Applicant’s sound management practices should include periodic internal reviews of operations in order to achieve greater efficiencies.  Over the life of project, the selected applicant should make efforts to identify additional resources, especially local resources, to render operations more sustainable in the longer term.

Note also that 3 of the existing 24 soup kitchens supported by USAID are located within community centers per terms of the existing cooperative agreement which terminates in September 2003.  In addition to feeding the elderly, these centers (indicated in italics in the above table) provide various social, health and personal care services to about 3,500 beneficiaries each week.  These services include routine consultations, medical checkups, diagnosis, treatment, provision of common pharmaceuticals and health education.  Under this RFA, USAID will continue to support the centers’ operations, with the caveat that by September 2005, the selected applicant will have identified other sources of funding for services at these centers.  For this RFA, applicants are required to take into account the 3 centers’ entire operations for budget purposes.

And finally, the selected applicant is required to disaggregate data on beneficiaries by gender for reporting purposes.  Although no significant gender issues or inequities are envisioned to arise during activity implementation, the data will enable the implementing NGO and participating communities to ascertain whether there are disparities that need to be addressed.   

Mobile Medical Teams (MMT) – The goal of the MMTs is to provide first-level, basic health care to hard-to-reach populations (i.e., those whose health care needs are currently not being met by the state’s health care system).   Under this RFA, USAID seeks to continue to support, improve and expand health care services currently being provided by MMTs under a cooperative agreement that expires in September 2003.  MMTs conduct consultations for diagnosis, treatment and/or referral for common diseases in Armenia.  Typical consultations/interventions envisioned under this RFA include:

· first aid and emergency treatment;

· routine lab tests (e.g., blood tests, blood sugar, white blood cell count, coagulation time, urine analysis, rheumatoid factor, C-reactive protein, etc.); 

· pediatrics (e.g., interventions sanctioned by the Ministry of Health using the integrated management of childhood illness approach:  vaccine-preventable diseases, diarrhea, acute respiratory infection, malnutrition, etc.); 

· tuberculosis, testing and follow up;

· diabetes, high blood pressure, and cardiovascular screening, and follow up;

· gynecology (family planning, pap smear, sexually transmitted infections testing and counseling, prenatal, perinatal, delivery, postpartum care);

· basic hygiene education, and distribution of basic hygiene supplies;

· provision of supplemental foodstuffs for the families of  <3 year olds and pregnant and lactating women; and, 

· community health education programs that, inter alia, address current challenges such as danger signs of pregnancy and home births, and promote preventive health measures, such as exclusive breastfeeding per WHO guidelines, good weaning practices, basic hygiene, etc.. 

MMTs must be comprised of licensed, qualified health providers and professionals who together are capable of carrying out the required services.  A typical core team could be comprised of a general physician/internist, gynecologist, pediatrician, and nurse.  Other specialists could be called in depending on need, such as a surgeon, neurologist, and community health worker/health educator.  MMTs should be organized and scheduled to visit target villages at least twice a month.  In the interest of sustainability and promoting community commitment to improving health conditions, MMTs will design and provide training to village health providers.  USAID encourages applicants to consider the health needs of hard-to-reach populations, and propose creative and innovative ways of meeting those needs through optimal use of MMTs and local resource persons. 

The two regions currently served by USAID-financed MMTs are Gegharkunik and Lori.  In some instances in Lori, villages are “grouped” and served by an MMT at one site on specified dates.  Total target population for the 2 regions is approximately 17,500 inhabitants.

Current sites targeted by USAID-supported MMTs

Applicants should propose a plan, strategies and approaches for continuing to provide services to the current 17,500 target population, and extend services to an additional 16,000 beneficiaries by September 2005.  Based on past experience, it is estimated that over 50 percent of the target population will benefit from consultations each year.  Expansion to other villages in Gegharkunik and Lori and/or possibly to villages in up to 2 other regions is contingent upon applicant’s presentation and discussion of compelling health statistics, data and other relevant information in the areas proposed for expansion (e.g., evidence of strong local support for MMTs, community commitment and counterpart support for MMTs, presence of local health provider or community health volunteers, etc.).  The applicant is responsible for procuring all goods and services necessary to the functioning of the MMTs, such as medical equipment, supplies, pharmaceuticals, staffing, supervision, IEC materials, supplemental foodstuffs, monitoring, etc.  

Applicants should also propose a mechanism whereby program managers meet periodically with relevant national and local authorities (e.g., Ministries of Health and Social Security, local government and health officials) to discuss MMT program progress, issues, and challenges, and to ensure that USAID-supported interventions coincide with national health sector policies, norms and standards.

Moreover, the successful applicant is expected to establish referral systems with accredited health facilities (polyclinics and/or hospitals, either private or public sector) in the target regions to ensure expert follow up for patients whose health care conditions cannot be adequately addressed by the MMT.  Applicants must propose a plan whereby MMTs will train and work with local community health workers, including volunteers if feasible, who can carry out health information, education and communication (IEC) activities in their respective communities.  The selected applicant will be expected to coordinate MMT activities and to realize synergies with other USAID development projects and other donor activities in the target areas.

The selected applicant is also required to disaggregate data on MMT beneficiaries by gender, and no significant disparity between male and female beneficiaries is anticipated.  Even though the teams will have as a special mandate to improve the nutritional status of infants 0-3 years of age and pregnant and lactating women through food distribution, the food will be allocated to all immediate family members of targeted individuals (infants and pregnant or lactating women).  As noted earlier in this RFA, the population sex ratio is more balanced among the younger age cohorts, and among the older, rural cohorts who will benefit the most from MMT activities.

Technical Proposal (Plan for Achieving Results)

At a minimum, applicant’s technical proposal should include the following :

-  the program component(s) for which the application is submitted;

-  a discussion of the issues and challenges relevant to the program component(s) to clearly demonstrate the applicant’s knowledge and understanding of the Armenian context, citing relevant statistics and data as appropriate; 

-  a detailed description of and technical rationale for the strategies, approaches and activities proposed by the applicant to address issues and challenges (applicant is encouraged to propose innovative ways to achieve desired results);

-  a detailed description of activities, as applicant envisions them, under each component, taking into account USAID’s vision as articulated in this RFA;

- a discussion of plans for ensuring maximum community involvement, participation, and ownership of proposed activities and for raising public awareness of and “buy-in” to the objectives of proposed activities;

-  a discussion of expected results and major milestones envisioned over the life of the project (milestones are significant program achievements/events);

-  a clear, concise illustrative monthly implementation schedule/timetable (by component) depicting planned major program events by month  (e.g., no. of soup kitchens, no. of MMT site visits & consultations, beneficiaries, major procurements, important meetings, reports due, training, TA, M&E activities, etc.) over the life of the project. 

-  a monitoring and evaluation plan, including indicators for monitoring progress of program activities, as well as a schedule (timetable) and brief description of M&E activities and any baseline surveys or other planned data collection activities (e.g., gender breakdown).

Management Structure and Key Personnel

The applicant must describe the management systems that will be in place to ensure successful implementation of program activities, including timely attention to staffing, financial, logistics, and reporting requirements.  Applicant’s management plan should therefore include an organization chart, and the names, titles, curriculum vitae, and job descriptions of key personnel assigned to the activities.  Illustrative key personnel include overall activity director/manager(s), principal technical specialists, financial manager/accountant, M&E and/or MIS specialists.
